Agenda   

Motion: was made by Erickson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Agenda as is.  Motion carried unanimously.

Public Forum
Linda Larsen addressed the Council by reading a letter she had prepared commending the work done by Mr. Schultz when she had a water leak. Ms. Larsen also presented the City Council with a donation to the City, preferably to be spent on Christmas decorations.

Motion was made by Rabe and seconded by Erickson to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

General Business

Curt Meyer - Widseth Smith Nolting
6.01	Curt Meyer gave the Council an update on where the Water Sewer Project was in the application process and the design process. The PER needs to be redone, detailed maps need to be drawn, water tower is historic and needs to go through a process to be removed from the historical list and the Funding is all up in the air for allocating 2011 funds. Recommendations are to continue forward as quickly as possible to possibly be ready for when the Funding is available.
	Someone from their office will be back again next month for another update.

Water Sewer Rate increases 
6.02	Council discussed the possibility of raising the rates again this next year. The Water/Sewer Fund needs to be self sufficient to qualify for some of the funding for the Water Sewer Project. Discussed the possibility of having Jordan Vandal do another updated report based on current consumption and costs. Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a graph of other cities and the rates they are charging. No decision was made at this time.

Certify Delinquent Water Sewer Accounts to the County
6.03	Clerk Krueth presented a list for the Council to approve to be certified to the County.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Erickson to adopt the list of Delinquent Water Sewer Accounts to be Certified to the County for collection on the owners property taxes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Health Clinic Lease Renewal
6.04	Council reviewed the new Lease for the Clinic from the School. The new Lease is for more money then was received through a grant, however Mrs. Hand will apply for the difference in next years grant application.

Motion was made by Gehlert to approve the new Lease agreement between the City and the School for the Clinic and seconded by Rabe. Motion carried unanimously.



Business Incentive Program
6.05	Mayor Latterell presented the council with suggested changes in the wording of the Business Incentive Program. The changes are to increase the Grant amount available to the Applicants while clarifying the requirements of the job creation aspect of the program. Discussion was held concerning the Civic Duty requirements of the Agreement.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the changes in the wording of the Business Incentive Program and seconded by Rabe. Motion carried unanimously.

School Grant Presentation
6.06	Mayor Latterell informed the Council that they were all invited to attend a presentation on Nov. 17, 2010 at 9:00am. The School has received a Grant for the Old School and there will be a presentation that Mayor Latterell was asked to speak on behalf of the City.

Miller McDonald Annual Audit Quote
6.07	Council was presented with a Quote/Scope of Work Agreement from Miller McDonald for the 2010 Annual Audit.

Motion was made by Nelson to accept the Agreement from Miller McDonald for the 2010 Audit and seconded by Gehlert. Motion carried unanimously.

Schedule of Employee Review and Budget Meetings
6.08	Mayor Latterell informed the Council that they needed to set a meeting date to have the Employee Reviews and finalize the 2011 Budget. Council decided on Monday, Nov. 22, 2010 at 5:30 pm. Meeting will be posted.

Staff Reports
Public Works
7.00	Chuck Schultz reported the water leak that had occurred at Linda Larsen's residence and the repairs that were needed.
	Council approved the acceptance of a tip by Mr. Schultz from Ms. Larsen on the good job he did. Council asked Mr. Schultz about the water tower. If we have to keep it, what the issues are regarding maintenance. If we can remove it, what is it made of and what are the possible scenarios.

Liquor Store 
Income Statement
7.01	Income statement was good for the month of October. Gross sales were about the same as Oct 2009, but the expenses were much less. Mr. Heck presented the Council with a Profit/Loss for the wedding during October, which helped the overall sales for the month.	

Floor Cleaning
7.02	Mr. Heck presented an estimate for having the floor cleaned and waxed. Discussion was held about the maintenance of the floor. Council approved the Mr. Heck to have the floor cleaned.

Sunday Football Update
7.03	Mr. Heck reported on the profit/loss of the Sunday Football special events. The first 2 Sundays were not good, but the Nov. 7 was great.	Clerk Krueth reported a citizen called to Thank the Council and Tom for putting on the Sunday Football events. They had a very good time. Discussion was held if we would be having anymore. Decision was made to hold off and maybe do a couple next year during the playoffs. 

City Clerk Air Conditioning Unit
7.04	Discussion was held regarding where the monies would come from for the new AC unit. The Fire Department had expressed interest in sharing the cost and upgrading to a larger unit, they were to make a decision at their last meeting and let us know. However, we haven't heard what their decision is. Council tabled again until the Nov. 22 budget meeting with the hopes the Fire Department had made their decision at that time.
