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Dog Licenses:  As of January 1, 2010, the city of Kelliher started enforcing Ordinance #51.02 pertaining to dog licensing.  We must enforce this ordinance due to the numerous complaints we have received regarding dogs running at large.  All dogs, inside or outside, require a dog license.  According to Ordinance 51.99, it is a petty misdemeanor if dogs within city limits are not licensed. You must have proof of current rabies vaccination to obtain a license.  A dog license costs $10 per dog.  If any dog is reported running loose, law enforcement will be called. 
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Pet Vaccination Clinic:  There will be a Pet Vaccination Clinic at Paul Bunyan Park this spring.  Dates will be announced in the newspaper and on the City website.  All dogs and cats are welcome!

Big Bog Festival:  

Up North Committee Meeting:  The next Up North Committee planning meeting for the Big Bog Festival will be Monday, March 22nd at 6 p.m. at the Kelliher Liquor Store.  If you are interested in volunteering and making the Big Bog Festival a success, please attend this meeting.  If there are not enough volunteers, there is a possibility that events will have to be eliminated from the Big Bog Festival such as the parade and possibly more.

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Kelliher Health Fair:  The Kelliher Health Fair “Don’t Duck Healthy Habits” will take place Tuesday, April 13, 2010, from 3:30 to 6:00 p.m. at the Old School Center.  As usual, there will be a free chili meal and many booths.

Spring Fire Safety Tips from Greg Vollhaber – Fire Chief:         
It will soon begin to look like spring around town.  Many of you will be cleaning up your yards and may be thinking of burning your brush and leaves.  There are a few things to consider before doing any burning:

· Burning permits are required for any open burning.  Permits are free and can be obtained from the DNR Forestry Office, City Hall or Greg and Peggy Vollhaber. Normal hours for burning are 6:00 pm until 8:00 am.

· The Minnesota DNR will be implementing burning restrictions again this spring.  The dates will be announced  soon.  No burning will be allowed during the restriction period, which is full green-up around the end of May.
· Only vegetative material and unpainted/non-treated lumber may be burned.  Garbage, paper, cardboard, etc. cannot be burned.  Please dispose of all garbage at the canister site.  They also take brush and leaves.  Brush and leaves may also be hauled and piled at the site near the sewage treatment ponds with the City’s approval.
· Watch the weather and only burn late in the evening.  Temperatures and wind speeds drop and relative humidity usually rises in the evening, which make for much safer burning conditions.

· Be considerate of your neighbors.  Do not burn when the wind will blow smoke towards any occupied buildings, or across highways.

· Consider hauling your leaves to the canister site or composting them.  Leaves tend to produce a lot of smoke and smolder for quite awhile.

  Starting in January, water and sewer rates have changed.  The current rate is now $16 base rate for water plus $3.45 per 1,000 gallons of water  used; sewer base rate remains the same at $11 base rate and $1.00/1,000 gallons of water consumed.
