General Business

Northwest community Action, Inc. - Diane Hayes
6.01	Diane Hayes informed the Council that Northwest Community Action, Inc. would be administering the Small Cities Grant that was awarded and presented the Council with an Administration Service Contract and a Residential Anti-displacement Relocation Assistance Plan. Ms. Hayes informed the Council that these same contracts were approved for the last Small Cities Grant and that there would be NO relocations, meaning that if they couldn't bring a house into Section 8 compliance with the monies allowed, they would not do any work to the residences and none of these funds would be used for relocation. She then asked Council to approve the contracts. Ms. Hayes was informed that the contracts had to be signed by the Mayor and since he was absent it couldn't be done tonight. She asked that the Council approve them, and then have the Mayor sign and return to her as quickly as possible. She also requested a copy of the minutes for this meeting to sent along with the contracts.

Land Division Request
6.02	The Council reviewed a request from Darin & Tessa Latterell to divide their property into 2 sections, splitting the Commercial Property from the Residential Property.	

Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Rabe to approve the Land Division request. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Gehlert voting in favor.

RP Broadcasting Advertising Request

6.03	RP Broadcasting requested the City to advertise with them during the live broadcasting of the Kelliher/Northome Football games. Discussion was held about what could actually be promoted by the City in this advertising, and whether or not advertising would be a fiscally responsible thing to be doing. There are also special procedures that need to be done before the city can advertise. It was decided this would not be in the best interest of the City, so no action was taken.

City Engineer
6.04	Discussion was held about the City Engineer. SEH Engineering attended last month’s council meeting explaining the benefits of their services, then Widseth Smith Nolting met with Mayor Latterell, Clerk Krueth, Council Member Laura nelson and Chuck Schultz to hear their proposal of services. Both companies have Grant Writers on staff, which would be a great asset as the city moves forward with the Water, Sewer & Infrastructure needs of the city. Widseth Smith Nolting (WSN) also took the initiative to start a Community Needs Survey to assess the needs of the city according to the citizens, a report that needs to done before any grants can be applied for. Both companies stressed the need to be applying for grant ASAP, with deadlines for most applications being the end of September to middle of October. WSN also offered to come up to help us put together the paperwork needed for the Grant applications if we do not make a decision tonight or if we do not choose them.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Erickson to switch City Engineers from Freeberg to Widseth Smith Nolting. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Gehlert voting in favor.

Letter of Concern
6.05	The letter of concern delivered by a resident and added to the Agenda was read. It was in regards to Nuisance Noise. Council directed Clerk Krueth to send a Code Enforcement letter along with a copy of the Ordinance to the resident in question. And send a copy of that letter to the complainant.

Staff Reports

Liquor Store 
Income Statement
7.01	The August Income Statement was reviewed, reporting a very low month. Council Member Erickson commented to Head Bartender Heck, that while he realizes Mr. Heck has little control over many aspects, as a business person, a business would not last very long at the current profit margin. Council did also comment that the Quarter still looks good, and that the expenses from last month were paid during this month.

Bids for Liquor Store Roof
7.02	The Council reviewed the bids submitted. Discussion was held concerning the pros and cons of a steel roof vs. shingled roof. Council decided shingled roof would be the best option.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to choose the estimate from Beck Lumber for shingles. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Gehlert voting in favor.

	Further discussion was held while comparing at the bids for the labor portion of the project.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Erickson to choose Builder's Son Building to remove and replace the shingles on the Liquor Store roof.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Gehlert voting in favor.

Letter of Complaint
7.03	City Hall received a letter of complaint from a customer. Council directed Head Bartender Heck to have an Employee Meeting to address the behavior. 

7.04	Mr. Heck asked if he could apply for Temporary On-Sale Liquor License for the Sunday Football Games. He is asking for 10/17, 10/31 and 11/7/2010 Sundays. Council must approve the Temporary License before he can send in to the State for a License, which has to be done 30 days before the date requested. Council asked how the last Temporary License  went, whether or not there was a profit (Super Bowl), no one could remember, so  they requested a report on these 3 days, before approving anymore.

Ramona Gehlert moved to add an Action Item to the Agenda.

Motion was made by Vicki Rabe to Grant the request for the Sunday Liquor License on 10/17, 10/31 and 11/7/2010 for the Sunday football games. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Gehlert voting in favor.

Clerk’s Office

Air Conditioning
7.07	Council reviewed the bid for the Air Conditioning/Heating Unit, and decided to table it until next months' meeting.
