Chief Deputy Mike Bakke, Beltrami County Sheriff’s Office

Chief Deputy Mike Bakke addressed the Council regarding the enforcement of Kelliher City Ordinances, responding to Citizens complaints and slow to no response.   Chief Deputy Mike Bakke assured the Council that going forward the Beltrami County Sheriff Office was going to make it a point to respond and work with the City of Kelliher on these problems as they develop.  He also assured the Council that he understands their frustration and the Beltrami County Sheriff’s office will do all they can to work with the City of Kelliher to improve the safety of it’s community.
Lori Schuh, Utility Bill at Rick Green/John Bleichner Residence – 172 SW Lakin Avenue

Lori Schuh addressed the Council regarding water service at 172 SW Lakin Avenue and requested that it be turned on in her name.
