Liquor Store

Sales Log

County Ordinance for Liquor Licensing

City Property

A short discussion was held regarding the use of city property by the general public such as tents, picnic tables, etc.  It was the consensus of the Council to follow the protocol of the Fire Department for the tents.  The tents are to only be used through an employee who accepts the responsibility of all damages and agrees to replace them if the need arises. In regards to the picnic tables and other such City property that is used for the City’s operational services, they cannot be used, rented or borrowed.
Motion was made by Gehlert, seconded by Nelson to not allow City property that is serving as an operational service to be used, rented, or borrowed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Liquor Store

Motion was made by Gehlert, seconded by Nelson to terminate the Liquor Store Manager, Sherri Rosin, effective immediately.  Motion carried with Erickson, Gehlert, Latterell, Nelson and Rabe voting in favor.
The Council and the staff present discussed the shifting of duties to fill the vacant position during the interim.  No decision or discussion was made regarding filling or advertising for the position.

The Council was presented with two bulletins from the League of MN Cities, Freedom to Breathe Act and Outdoor Patios and Freedom to breathe versus Freedom to Drink (Outside).
