The Council met in the Council chambers at City Hall for its regular meeting at 6:00 p.m.
 
Mayor Latterell called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Agenda

Motion: was made by Rabe and seconded by Erickson to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Latterell voting in favor.

Public Forum
Todd Mortenson addressed the Council inquiring if there would be a City Wide Garage Sale yet this year. After being informed that there would not be due to lack of interest expressed this Spring, he requested the use of the Park Pavilion to hold a Garage Sale. Council requested Clerk Krueth to check on the availability of the dates he was needing and to see if there would be any fees.

Mortenson then informed the council of his findings regarding the electrical service at the Park. He had Beltrami Electric come check the service at the meter, and they informed us that we need to upgrade the service coming into our meter to accommodate the RV campers, the overhead line there currently is too small. The cost is a minimum $350.00 Improvement Fee from Beltrami electric and another $500-$600.00 for Mortenson Electric to be installed correctly.

Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Consent Agenda as presented, with the addition of requesting Clerk Krueth to send out Delinquent Letters on the water/sewer bills.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Latterell voting in favor.

General Business

Bill Cross, running for Beltrami County Sheriff’s Office
6.01	Bill Cross addressed the Council regarding his platform for election as the Sheriff. He informed the Council that he was aware of our concerns and issues with the current administration and gave examples of ways he would change things.

Business Incentive Grant Application
6.02	The Council reviewed a Grant Application from Christopher Nistler, requesting $5,000, for purchasing Hair Ect. from Robert & Mary Koisti, that was tabled at the last meeting.  Mr. Nistler clarified that $3,500-$4,000 would be used for repairs on the building and the balance to help purchase the property.	

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to approve the Business Incentive Grant Application from Christopher Nistler.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Rabe and Latterell voting in favor.

Fire Department

6.03	Ron Rabe addressed the Council regarding the Fire Department Relief Associations funding deficit. The Fire Department is currently exploring ways to raise income and reduce costs. In the interim they are recommending that the Council reinvest $35,000 in a 1 year CD and $55,000 into a 3 month CD from the Donated Funds account and for $8,180.00 be paid for the 2009 deficit.

Motion was made by Latterell and seconded by Nelson to invest the money as recommended and pay the 2009 deficit.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Latterell and Rabe voting in favor.

SEH Engineering
6.04	Denny Reagan and Dick Grabko from SEH Engineering gave a presentation to the Council explaining their services and what they could do for the city if we chose them as our Engineers for the water/sewer project.

Propane Bid
6.05	Northern Star Cooperative Services sent a Propane Prepay Agreement for the 2010/2011 heating season.
	After a short discussion about the number of gallons, it was decided to prepay for 1200 gallons at the price of $1.75 ea.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Erickson to approve the Propane Prepay Agreement for 1200 gallons at the price od $1.75 per gallon.  Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Latterell and Rabe voting in favor.

Billboard 
6.06	Jeff and Joan Peterson addressed the Council regarding the Billboard sign for the Liquor Store located on their property. They requested that the city repair & repaint the sign as it is starting to deteriorate. They have been doing a lot of clean up along the highway and wanted to make sure they weren’t doing anything to upset the city. Councilman Erickson asked Chuck to look at the sign and make his recommendations as to what repairs are needed. Council the asked Clerk Krueth to look into the cost of having the sign repainted.


Staff Reports

Maintenance Department
7.01	Chuck Schultz reported on his meetings with Beltrami Electric and Mort's Electric regarding the electrical service at the Park. Council agreed that he should proceed with the upgrade of the electrical service.

Motion  was made by Nelson and seconded by Vicki Rabe to proceed with the recommended upgrade to the electrical service.
Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Latterell and Rabe voting in favor.
	
	Mr. Schultz then informed the Council of his findings regarding a Lift Station Warning system by ICS. He recommended purchasing 1 warning system for power outages. The cost could come from the Sewer Budget.

Motion  was made by Erickson and seconded by Nelson to purchase and install 1 warning system. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Latterell and Rabe voting in favor.


Liquor Store 
Income Statement
7.02	The Council reviewed the July 2010 Income Statement and noting that July was a very good month.

Slow Service Complaints
7.03	There were many complaints of "slow service" over the Big Bog Festival weekend. Tom Heck suggested if another Pour Station could bought or built, it would have helped. He stated that it's hard to tell when they'll be busy, since the last years have been much slower. Council suggested he have people scheduled and then send them home if not needed or have people on call. Tom will be looking into have the school build a portable Pour Station that could be put into the Smoking Room when not needed.

7.04	Tom Heck then informed the Council of his research concerning the Class Action on the Certinteed Shingles that are on the roof. He has contacted them & requested a Kit for the samples to be returned to them. He estimates we should be able to get half the cost returned. He has a estimate from Beck Lumber on the price of new shingles. Council asked Tom to get bids for the labor to tear-off & replace the shingles.

7.05	Tom Heck then asked if another smaller flat screen TV could be purchased to put at the end of the Bar. He is cancelling the DJ he had scheduled for the "Girls Ride Night" and could use the savings to pay for the TV. It was decided he could purchase the TV from the General Operating Funds. A discussion was held concerning the Signage for the Liquor Store, Tom will be looking into the cost of a Reader sign to put under the Pylon sign out front. Council will have the Liquor Store Board schedule a meeting at the Liquor store soon to go over other issues. And the Popcorn machine is broken again, Tom will look into the cost of a new one also.

Clerk’s Office
Clerk Institute
7.06	Discussion was held regarding Clerk Krueth attending the Clerk's Orientation Conference – August 24th - 26th, 2010. All agreed that it would be very beneficial to attend. 

Motion  was made by Nelson and seconded by Erickson to pay for Clerk Krueth to attend. Motion carried with Erickson, Nelson, Latterell and Rabe voting in favor.

Air Conditioning
7.07	A short discussion was held regarding the purchase of an Air conditioner for the Clerk's office. Council instructed Clerk Krueth to get some bids for a cooling/heating unit, similar to what is in the school offices, so we can also take advantage of the Rebate through Beltrami Electric.

Budget Meeting
7.08	Council set the date of August 30th, 2010, at 4:00pm for a Budget Work Session Meeting.
