KELLIHER CITY COUNCIL 

MEETING TUESDAY JUNE 2, 2009
The Council met in the Council chambers at City Hall for its regular meeting at 6:00 p.m.

Mayor Latterell called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Agenda
Motion: Was made by Rabe and seconded by Nelson to amend the Agenda by adding 7.02, Upkeep of Vacant Lots.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Public Forum

Mike Washenberger was present to address the Council regarding running a tab at the Liquor Store for a Graduation party.  The party will be held at Paul Bunyan Park; the Clerk indicated that he would have to pay for the tab in advance as the Liquor Store does not allow tabs to be run.  The Council had no objections.

A short discussion was held regarding the accumulated comp time in the Clerk’s Office.  The Council also discussed the delinquent water accounts.
Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Rabe to approve the consent items as presented.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Staff Reports
Liquor Store
Patio

6.01 The Liquor Store Committee recommended the addition of a patio by moving the patio door to the north side of the building and replacing the three windows with two 4 x 5 vinyl clad double hung windows.
A short discussion was held regarding the patio and the cost associated with it.  The Council stated that they were in agreement for the addition of the patio but it is not to exceed $4,000.00 which includes labor and materials.
Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to accept the Liquor Committee’s recommendation for the addition of the patio and the installation of two windows.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Painting 
6.02 A short discussion was held regarding painting the Liquor Store.  It was the consensus of the Council to postpone the painting until the patio was completed, siding was replaced on the West side of the building and the soffit and fascia was replaced.
Motion was made by Rabe and seconded by Nelson to table painting the Liquor Store until the outer structure of the building was repaired.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Managerial Positions

6.03 The Council questioned the staff regarding the work load without a Manager and one less person to share the duties.  The staff indicated that the Liquor Store was running smoothly and duties were being distributed between the Clerk’s Office and Liquor Store, but there were still a few issues to solve.  
Discussion was held regarding eliminating the Manager position and distributing the duties between the Clerk, Assistant Clerk and Liquor Store.  It was the consensus of the Council to eliminate the Manager position and changing the Assistant Manager position into a Head Bartender position, thus making Tom Heck the Head Bartender.  The Clerk, Dianna Thurlow, will revamp the three job descriptions to cover the duties that were fulfilled by the Manager.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to eliminate the Manager position and change the Assistant Manager position into a Head Bartender position, thus making Tom Heck the Head Bartender.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.

The Head Bartender, Tom Heck, recommended hiring Billie Lempart as a part time Bartender.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Latterell to accept Tom Heck’s recommendation to hire Billie Lempart as a part time Bartender, pending a clear background check.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Cleaner
6.04 The Head Bartender, Tom Heck, was present to request from the Council to reinstate the Cleaning position for a maximum of 6 hours per week.  The Cleaner would come in on Saturday mornings, prior to opening, for three hours and on Sunday or Monday mornings for 3 hours.  The Council reviewed a list of duties for the new hours that was presented by Tom Heck.
Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to reinstate the Cleaning Position as indicated by the Head Bartender.  Motion carried with Latterell, Rabe, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Liquor Store Income Statement

The Council reviewed the revised April Income Statement and a short discussion was held regarding the expenses.
General Business:
Sale of Unbuildable Lots
7.01
The Mayor, Darin Latterell, presented the Council with information regarding unbuildable lots in the Pearson Addition and the assessments on those lots.  Discussion was held regarding the sale price on the unbuildable lots due to water shed.  Before any actions can take place the Clerk is to research the ordinance and a variance (if any) to sell them with no structure to be built on them.  The price may be determined upon the assessments and location of the lot in question.
Vacant Lots Upkeep

7.02
A lengthy discussion was held regarding citizens complaints on foreclosed property.  The staff and City Council discussed the options of mowing, and/or cleaning up vacant lots and the possibility of billing the owner of the property for the services of City Staff members.  


Discussion was also held regarding the Land Use Ordinance and the lots that needed attention that are not abandoned but owned by residents of the City.  The Council wants to encourage all residents to mow and tidy up their lots so that Kelliher is a clean and welcoming community to visitors and neighbors.

New Liquor License Ordinance

The new Liquor License Ordinance was reviewed.  The Clerk will make the necessary changes and addition to the Ordinance to present at the next Council Meeting, June 15th.
Resolutions

Resolution 2009-01 was amended by deleting Public Works Liaison, Liquor Store Liaison and eliminating the Cemetery Board Members and adding the Infrastructure Committee, Liquor Store Committee and adding Dianna Thurlow to the Planning and Zoning Committee.

The Adoption of Amended Resolution 2009-01 was voted upon and the following Councilmembers voted in favor, Nelson, Rabe, Erickson and Mayor Latterell. Councilmember Gehlert was absent.
