Law Enforcement:  Many of us are very frustrated with the lack of law enforcement coverage in our area.  However, continue to make the calls. The only way we are going to demonstrate to Law Enforcement that there is a need, is to notify them.  Keep in mind that anybody can sign a complaint and a ticket will be issued as long as you can positively identify the person and/or the vehicle.  You must be willing to sign the statement.  According to the Sheriff’s Department, the officers have frustrations as well.  At times they drive up for a complaint and then the caller won’t sign the complaint.  Without that signature, the officer can’t issue a ticket.  Therefore, if they are going to make the trip up here, we need to help out.  The toll free number is 888.449.9111.

From the Maintenance Department:

Phosphate Free Soaps:    The City of Kelliher received the reports back from the MN Pollution Control Agency regarding our phosphorus levels and management plan.  The results indicated that high levels of phosphorus are still present.  These levels of phosphorus do not normally come from residential areas; therefore, there may be several commercial businesses that are contributing a high output of phosphorus.   To do your part in helping the environment, please continue to use as many phosphate free products as possible.  

Fitness Center:   It’s not too late to join the Fitness Center!  Single memberships are $25 per month and you can save on yearly and multiple user memberships. Or you can also pay a fee of $50 and use the Fitness Center at $5 per time until your $50 runs out.  There is no time limit for this option.  For more information, contact City Hall at 674-8470.
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Fire Prevention Week:  Fire Chief Greg Vollhaber reminds us that Fire Prevention Week is October 5th through October 9th.  Following are some fire safety tips to help you keep your family safe this winter.


Have a meeting place outside your home in case of a house fire. Make sure that all family members know where it is in the event of a fire.


DO NOT re-enter a burning structure for any reason once you have escaped.  


Check all the windows in your home and make sure they work easily.  Children need to know how your windows operate, so they can easily open them in case of fire.


Smoke detectors:  You should have a smoke detector on every level of your home and outside each sleeping area.  Test them monthly and change batteries at least once per year.  Fire prevention week is a great time to install fresh batteries!

***Make sure that children know how to dial 911 in an emergency, and that they know your home address so that they can call for help on their own if necessary.
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Media Center:  Fall is here, and it’s a great time to catch up on some reading!  Kelliher Community Library, located at the Kelliher Public School.  Library hours are Mondays and Wednesdays from 6:00 to 9:00 P.M.  If the weather’s not so nice, remember, we also have over 400 DVD’s for rental, and the best part is- they’re free!  See Nicole Persons in the Library for details.






Revolving Loan Fund:   The City of Kelliher offers a business loan program called the Revolving Loan, which can be used for land, buildings, equipment, inventory and working capital.  Refinancing or retiring existing debt is not allowed.  Any business within the boundaries of the service area is eligible to apply.  Priority will be given to eligible business projects in the City of Kelliher.  For projects with total costs of $50,000 and less, one full time job must be created.  For projects with total costs greater than $50,000, two or more full time jobs must be created.  Loans must be paired, on a 1:1 basis ratio, with other funds from banks, other loan sources or personal sources.  Loan interest rates will be set on a case by case basis, but generally, rates will match the participating bank’s interest rate.  Loans must be secured with collateral, which can be in a subordinate position to a lead lender, typically a bank.  The basic loan application includes:  a business loan application form, complete business plan including resumes of key people, personal financial statement of borrower and other data.  As needed, other forms and information may be required to complete the application process.    A loan offer is contingent upon approval from the U.S.D.A. Rural Development.  Please plan and allow for several weeks for funds disbursement for approved loans.  If you would like more information, please call City Hall.
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Building Sites Available:  The City of Kelliher has 6 city lots for sale in the new Pearson Addition located west of the Kelliher School. These lots are available for individuals that are interested in building a home.  The lots average 100’ X 140’ and the price is $7500 per lot.   Currently,  the City is offering an incentive plan for the Pearson addition lots .  If a $100,000 home is constructed within 12 months, the city would return 2/3 of the lot price of $7500.  If a $100,000 home is constructed within 24 months, the city will return 1/2 of the lot price.  Up to 2 lots can be purchased under these terms.  The City also has one wooded lot west of the senior apartments on Kelliher Road NE.  The asking price for this lot is $7500.  The incentive plan would NOT apply to this parcel.  The City of Kelliher is an equal opportunity lender, provider, and employer.  For more information contact City Hall.
