Liquor Store
Employee Meeting Minutes
6.01 The Council reviewed the minutes.
A short discussion was held regarding the issues that they would liked discussed at the next employee meeting, moving the ice machine outdoors, due to it taking up so much room in the off sale and what was being done to eliminate the problem of transporting the kegs from the cooler to the refrigerator under the bar.  The Clerk, Dianna Thurlow, stated that the Head Bartender, Tom Heck,  was going to order a hand truck that could be easily manipulated in small areas and she would also inquire about moving the ice machine outside.
Motion was made by Gehlert and seconded by Nelson to approve the Liquor Store Employee Meeting Minutes as presented.  Motion carried with Latterell, Gehlert, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
Cleaner Position
6.02 The Council was presented with a new Cleaning Position job description.  A short discussion was held regarding the daily cleaning duties of the Bartenders as it relates to the Cleaner.  The daily cleaning would have to continue and not be piled onto the new Cleaner once a week.
Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Nelson to approve the new Cleaning position job description.  Motion carried with Latterell, Gehlert, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.

Bartender Position

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gehlert to accept the recommendation to hire Teresa Forst as a part time Bartender, pending a clear background check.  Motion carried with Latterell, Gehlert, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
General Business:
Sale of Unbuildable Lots

The Clerk, Dianna Thurlow, presented the Council with two letters from the City’s Attorney, Carl Drahos, regarding the sale of unbuildable lots.  The Council directed the Clerk to research recording of the Resolutions at the County level and to research the restrictions that can be put on the unbuildable lots so the natural drainage of water is not interrupted.   Discussion was held regarding selling the lots for $375/per lot, no decision was made.

Motion was made by Erickson and seconded by Gehlert to donate $500.00 towards the community celebration, Big Bog Festival, Motion carried with Latterell, Gehlert, Nelson and Erickson voting in favor.
