Loss Control Update

Clerk Thurlow updated the Council regarding the visit from Joe Ingebrand, League of MN City's Senior Loss control Consultant.  The purpose of the visit was to discuss sanitary sewer maintenance activities and documentation, liquor store loss control, property claim involving a street light, and follow-up on previous skate park recommendations.

Conclusion:


The City continues to make improvements in key areas.  In 2009, the main sewer lift-station was replaced, and the city continues to jet a portion of the city sewer lines.  In the liquor store operation, the solid fuel furnace was replaced with a propane forced air furnace, and a new 8 camera security system was installed.  A street light blew down from a strong wind which led the city to inspect and replace 8 other street lights that appeared to be in poor condition, prior to them falling and risking personal injury or additional property damage.  Lastly, the recommendation related to the skate park ramps is no longer an issue since the ramps are no longer in operation.
