Water Sewer Project
4.00	Curt Meyer, City Engineer from WSN, introduced himself and gave everyone a hand out outlining the project. He then went through the handout explaining the project to everyone.

First, Curt discussed need for the project.  He reviewed the wells, the elevated storage tank, the water treatment, and water distribution.  He covered the alternatives that were examined for each need, including cost of each and any other issues (State Historical Preservation Organization).  Funding was discussed, including Rural Development and Small Cities Development Program.  While the funders will make final calculations, he estimated the cost per user to be about $30/month, after the project is done.

Questions asked throughout the presentation:
Will the water treatment processes be corrected?
Will all old water lines be replaced in town?
How does water line looping help when there is no recirculating pump?
How big is our water tank now? (SHPO)
How is the salvage value calculated?
	How many years are used to figure the re-furbished water tower life? (SHPO)
These figures are only for the water portion of the project?
Small Cities hasn't officially said we have the grant?
The estimated $30.00 per month cost, is that in addition to what they pay now?
These figures reflect the New water tower? (SHPO)
The map showing the water line replacement doesn't show extending to his property, but his line is on the list to be replaced. Will it or not?
Given the figures, there will be some give & take and the project can still change.
Has the Council discussed what could be dropped?
How did the funding work for the Big Falls project?
How do you think it looks for Kelliher?
Are new fire hydrants included in the project?
Are all the water lines that are being replace 2" 4" lines? Or are some 6" lines?
Could we cut out the water treatment plant?
Does the circle on the map show where the new water tower would go? (SHPO)
How old does a water meter have to be to be considered old?
	Ours are about 10 yrs old & we already have the remote readers installed.
How long does it take Chuck to read the commercial meters that do not have the remote readers installed?
How does the bidding process work?
How firm are these numbers that you're using for these calculations?
Councilor Skoe got reconditioning figures for the old water tank that are much higher and questioned whether the structure is able to support the lead paint removal process. (SHPO)
Do you see anything in our project to cut? 
He doesn't see the logic or wisdom in doing the projects separately; tearing up the streets a second time.
