Staff Reports

Liquor Store
February Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the January Income Statement. A good month. Clerk Krueth explained that with tom being on sick leave, the Inventory is off some, so the numbers are not 100% accurate and that will also make April be skewed as well.

Employment Recommendations
6.02	Council was presented with the recommendations to hire Maxine Bradley and Thea Hartman as part-time bartenders. Both will be for Special Events and Maxine will be on-call if needed.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the hiring of Bradley & Hartman pending background checks, seconded by Rabe.  Motion carried unanimously.


Public Works

Backup Power Generator
6.03	Chuck Schultz is asking to purchase a diesel powered generator for backup power for the Wells in the case of a disaster. He has located a used generator valued around $5-7,000 that he can purchase for approximately $1,000.00. As noted several times throughout our Emergency Response assessment, the City is lacking in backup power in case of an emergency. Chuck has been trying to find a solution for several years, and this purchase along with the City connecting the main lift station to the School's backup generator, we will be covered. (The Kelliher School has agreed to let the City connect the main lift station to their backup generator at the April 12, 2012 meeting.) Clerk Krueth is in the process of getting bids on the electrical connections needed to connect to the school's generator.

Motion was made by Rabe and seconded by Persons to approve the purchase of the generator up to $2,000.00, and the cost of connecting to the schools generator.  Motion carried unanimously.

MN Municipal Clerks Institute
6.04	Clerk Krueth had requested to attend the MN Municipal Clerks Institute, a 1 week long training starting on April 23, 2012, but in light of the Liquor Store Manager being out sick, she has too much work and cannot reasonably be gone for the next week. Clerk Krueth asked to remove the request.

Widseth Smith Nolting
6.05	Clerk Krueth informed the Council she had been in contact with both Kathy Luepke from USDA and Curt Meyer from WSN concerning the progress on our water sewer project. Kathy informed her that the P.E.R. has been sent on to the State for review and that she has been in contact with WSN regarding the Environmental Review report that has some outstanding questions that need to be addressed. Curt stated that the E.R. report must be finished and that he'll be at the May meeting to give the Council a contract to finish it, he is estimating it to cost about $3,500.00. 

General Business 

Donation of Sick Time
7.01	Clerk Krueth asked the Council if an employee can donate their accumulated sick time to another employee. Several cities have such a policy, and many who don't, do allow it on a case by case basis. Clerk Krueth would like to donate her sick time to Tom. Council thought this is a good idea, but would like to keep it as a case by case situation and not write it into the Employee Policy Manual.

Motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rabe to approve Clerk Krueth to donate her sick time.  Motion carried unanimously.

MnWARN Mutual Aid Agreement & Resolution 2012-7
7.02	 Clerk Krueth presented the Council with information on becoming a MnWARN member. While at the Conference she had learned more about the program and had thought the city was already a member because she recalled Chuck talking about it. It stands for Minnesota Water Agency Response Network and consists of members that sign a Mutual Aide Agreement to be available to help other member communities in cases of emergency or disasters. There is no cost and it is recommended by the League of Mn Cities. We will get reimbursed for our time & equipment and we can opt out of helping if we want.

Dust Control
7.04	A resident requested permission to apply calcium chloride to control the dust on her street. She was told that she would need the Cities permission to have this applied. Discussion was held about any side effects and consequences from grading the road. Council agreed to allow her to apply the dust control product, provided she is aware the road might be graded. Council does not want Chuck to giving anyone any special considerations and thus creating precedence.
