New Hires
6.02	Council was presented with the request to hire 3 part time bartenders for the Liquor Store, Joeseph Johnsrud, Angelica Neft and Thea Hartman at $7.50 per hour.

General Business 

Fitness Center Rules
7.01	Arie Toole presented a letter to the Council asking for someone to read it for her. Mayor Latterell read the letter to the Council.
	Background: Ms. Toole joined the Fitness Center in February 2013, at the time she stated that she had a medical problem that meant she would need to eat every half hour and asked if that would be OK. Clerk Krueth replied that there wasn't a rule that addressed food, so she would allow it as long as there weren't any complaints. Ms. Toole said she would benefit from the tread mill and the Nu-Step machine, as they would help her knee heal. Since that time there had been 3 instances where she spent the night. When she is at the Fitness Center she's been seen 2 times using the equipment, the rest of time she is only sitting in a regular chair in front of the TV and eating. When she comes, she stays for many hours at a time, which has created complaints from other members. Members like to exercise by themselves and don't go in when someone else is there. After receiving numerous complaints, Council made the decision to change the Fitness Center Rules to add a time limit of 2 hours each visit and not to allow food.
		Arie Toole's letter expressed that she cannot go without eating every half hour because of her hypoglycemia and that her 'therapy/treatments' for her lymphedimia in her legs means she has to be there for 3-7 hours. When asked what therapy she was doing, she stated that she sits in the chair of the weight bench and props her leg up. She stated that she could not do this at home because she doesn't have proper equipment. Her letter states that she feels these new rules are aimed at her, they are unfair and prejudicial, and if they are not changed she will be contacting state and federal agencies to report us. After answering a few questions, Ms. Toole left the meeting.

	After a lengthy discussion, Council tabled the issue.

Capital Project-Housing Fund
7.04	At the May 2013 Council meeting the Council asked Clerk Krueth to find out from Miller McDonald if the city could use this fund to purchase lots from the North Beltrami Development Corp. and then close it out. Clerk Krueth informed the Council that Jon Roscoe from Miller McDonald approved this use of the funds and the closing of the fund in our accounting system. She also reported back information on the apartment building that is for sale in town, the asking price and known building problems.
	Council discussed the last time the fund was used and the possibility of just moving all the funds into the general fund. They also discussed the buying the Development Corp lots.

Motion was made by Skoe authorize the Clerk to check into possibility to make an offer to purchase the remaining lots from the North Beltrami Development Corporation in the Pearson Addition , seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

		
Housing Incentive Grant Application
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with changes to the Housing Incentive Grant Application. The Council had previously discussed making changes to address using the grant on a 'Contract for Deed' purchase. The city attorney had reviewed the application and has suggested adding the following sentence under section 4 of "City Requirements":
	"If the purchase is a Contract for Deed, current property owner (and spouse if any) must sign a lien to be recorded against the property in addition to the contract for Deed purchaser's signature."

Motion was made by Skoe to add the above sentence to the Housing Incentive Grant application as recommended , seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

	Council discussed the cities responsibility in regards to housing living conditions. Clerk Krueth will do more research into the subject.


Claims for Approval
7.06	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims in the amount of $3,882.91.

Motion was made by Nelson approve the claims as presented , seconded by Skoe.  Motion carried unanimously

Offer to Purchase
7.07	Council was presented with a verbal offer to purchase Lot 5 Block 1of the Pearson Addition. After a discussion, Council decided to individually walk the lot to see how it is layed out as there is a swail that runs through the lot. They ill table it until the next meeting.
