Sewer Cleaning Update-Discovery
6.05	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update concerning the sewer cleaning that was just completed. The north east section of town was jetted out. Sixth Street sewer was almost completely plugged with dirt (dirt road) and this was the first time it had been cleaned since Chuck has been the maintenance man. A discovery was made that the sewer line along 5th Street had been replaced at one time, it is pvc pipe, which could save some money as it will not need to be replaced in the upcoming Water Sewer Project. Chuck is very happy with the company he used this year and plans on using them in the future.

Projected 2012 Budget Update
6.06	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update on the 2012 Budget as of 6/30/2012. The Council will need to set up a date for 2013 Budget work. The 2013 budget needs to be set by September. There was a discussion reviewing the Budget numbers to date. There was a discussion concerning the possibility of adding credit card on the on-sale part of the Liquor Store, adding as a budget item in 2013. Tom will look into the costs. Mayor Latterell suggested the Council take the Budget for review and set a Budget Work Meeting date at the next Council meeting.

Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she could not get any numbers for the computer systems update, she will have them at the next meeting. 
Clerk Krueth also informed the Council of the election filing dates.
Clerk Krueth updated the Council that the street repairs have been scheduled, she is unsure of the date. The additional work requested was quoted at $267.00.
Clerk Krueth told the Council that Chuck is still planning on getting the generator, he hasn't lined up a time or trailer yet.
Councilor Skoe asked about the Park Pavilion progress and gave a suggestion regarding the showers to look into.
