Beltrami County Hazard Mitigation Plan
7.01	Marcus Grubbs from HRDC presented the Council with the results from the July meeting with local citizens regarding our needs for hazard preparedness. A letter of Council support is needed now and a Resolution adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan after it is finalized will be need to be done at that time. This will help the County and also the City, if any natural disaster should occur, to apply for FEMA Relief. (Grants) This will open up the opportunity for a funding source at no cost to us, and we can with draw at anytime.
