6.02	Roofing Update
	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that all the roofing supplies have been ordered and they hope to start on the roof at the end of this week. The PILT Grant requests did not get on last month's County Commissioners meeting, but the Roofing request did have preliminary approval from the committee. They are having a meeting tonight, so we should find out soon whether or not we'll get the grant.  
	
6.03	Radar Sign Update
	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the Radar signs are finished and working. There is a problem with retrieving the information from the signs, Clerk Krueth does not have Excel on her lap top and the program uses Excel to import the data collected. She will try to retrieve the data and see if she can then transfer it to her office computer. It will be good information to use for the effectiveness of the signs and to give to the Sheriff's office. It was also noted that the signs are requiring the clerks time for data gathering. Council discussed raising the parameters so the sign will show the speed above 60 mph, it is currently set at 30-60 range. Council is concerned about the time needed to manage the signs.


6.04	Updated 2013 Budget
	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an up-dated 2013 Budget with the changes from the Budget meeting. She noted that they forgot to budget for the Forest Tent Caterpillars (FTC's). Council directed her to add a line item for them under Maintenance/Road & Bridge Department. She will make the change and the Budget will be reviewed again in November for final approval.


General Business 

Beltrami County Mutual Aid Agreement
7.01	Fire Chief Greg Vollhaber gave the Council a Mutual Aid Agreement with all Fire Departments within Beltrami County and the City of Cass Lake. It is similar to the Mutual Aid Agreements we already have with Blackduck and Northome.

Denny's Refuse Contract
7.02	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a contract from Denny's Refuse for the second time. She informed the Council that she had called to find out his intent/need for the contract, but had not heard back, matter tabled.

Park Pavilion Architect Proposal
7.03	Clerk Krueth gave the Council a new proposal for the Park Pavilion architect plans. Council thought the cost was too high just for plans and the money would be better spent on actual repairs or upgrades. There is no reason to spend the money on plans if we are not able to build the building. If we know the PILT will give us the money to build the building, that would be OK, but we have no guarantee of that. Maybe we should find out from other cities if they have plans we can use. Someone should tour the Big Bog restrooms to get idea's.
