6.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of some training she had just attended in regards to the new CTAS Software that will be released next month sometime. She explained that the Cities current chart of accounts will have to changed a lot to accommodate the new software. It will be time consuming. Discussed timing of the work and if it can be run accrual for the Liquor Store. The computer will also have to be upgraded before the new software can be installed. Clerk Krueth has called the other software vendors to find out what will be needed to run on a new system.



PILT/Con Con Grant Award Notice
6.05	Clerk Krueth gave the Council a letter from the county informing us of the PILT grants that were awarded. Councilor Persons was told by a committee member that we were awarded the full amount, but the letter says only half the requested amount was awarded.


General Business 
Shooks Road SW-Susan Erickson
7.01	Susan Erickson explained to the Council that she found out that the roots of some other tree's on her property will also be cut while making the ditch, which will kill the tree's making for a problem of falling over the road. She has talked with Nate Heim about him taking the tree's, he is willing. He will also give the City $100 a tree for the tree's that need to be removed. The Cities cost will be $500 to grub out the trees & shape the ditch, then $360.00 for the gravel to be shared with Shooks Township. Sue stated that the only complete fix will be to put the ditch in. Council had previously left the decisions up to Susan, if she really wanted to lose the trees.          


Motion was made by Skoe to authorize Vesty to grub the ditch, sell the tree's that need to be removed to Heim Log Homes for $200 and split the cost of gravel with Shooks township, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

MN Basic Code Update
7.02	 Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she had spoken with the League of MN cities concerning the 2014 MN Basic code. They said the city could buy the 2014 new addition of MN Basic Code now and update our ordinances at a later time. They would prefer that we adopt the new codes right away and suggests we have our city attorney go over them also. Councilor Skoe asked if the codes we've received from other cities were from the MN Basic code, they were. 

Motion was made by Nelson to purchase the 2014 MN Basic code, with the understanding we'll adopt at a later time, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion on PILT/Con Con Grant
7.04A	Councilor Skoe stated the reason he requested this item to be added is that maybe the Council should revisit the Grant applications. If we are not going to be receiving the funds as we had in the past, maybe we should reduce the grant amount or should we just let the fund go empty. Should we reduce the amount we give to the grant requests we have tonight? Mayor Latterell suggested we ask other agencies for funds, such as URLAA.

Motion was made by Skoe to reduce the Housing & Business Incentive Grants received after Oct. 16, 2014 by half until we receive additional funds, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Housing Incentive Grant Request- Pula
7.05	Council was presented with a Housing Incentive Grant request for the 233 3rd St property.

Motion was made by Persons to approve the Housing Incentive Grant Request, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried with Mayor Latterell abstaining.

Housing Incentive Grant Request-Atkinson
7.06	Council was presented with a Housing Incentive Grant request for the 251 Lakin Ave SW property. Clerk Krueth explained that she was asking for either the $5,000 or the $7,500, with the question of using the extra for finishing the basement. Clerk Krueth told her probably not, but she can ask.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the Housing Incentive Grant Request of $5,000, seconded by Persons. Motion carried with Mayor Latterell abstaining.

PILT/Con Con Grant Application
7.07	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the new applications are out. Clerk Krueth is asking for idea's for grant requests. She will be asking for the annual Community Center expenses. Councilor Nelson asked about requesting for funds for a walking trail. Since there isn't enough time for this grant round, but we will work on something with a school/city partnership and seek funding next time.


Claims for Approval
7.08	Clerk Krueth gave the Council claims for approval totaling $8,924.54.

Special Assessment Discussion
7.08A	Councilor Skoe asked for the Council to discuss Special Assessments for the street work. Historically it has been 1/3, 1/3 & 1/3. If the majority of the engineering expenses are that stretch of road, the assessments would be very high for those property owners.

7.09	Council decided on recessing this meeting until Monday, October 21 at 2PM, to have a meeting with Curt.

Curt Meyer-WSN
7.09	Council reviewed the plan for resurfacing the streets. Curt explained the cost differences between doing the work during the water/sewer project versus waiting a year or two. There will be settling or movement on the patches being placed during the project, so most cities will wait a year or so before doing an overlay. After a lengthy discussion, Curt suggested that the city wait until January to make a motion to hire WSN to do the engineering, they will have the surveying done for the water project. And when we get into the digging, we'll then know which roads need to be reconstructed. Councilor Skoe suggested that the City send a letter to the property owners that will be affected on the 5th & Gould reconstruct that is needed and we're looking at doing assessments for. 

Ordinance 52.08A
7.03	Council needs to agree to the wording to be used for the publishing of the Ordinance, either Summary or Title of the Ordinance. Council decided to use the Title and Summary of , WHEREAS; it is therefore the will of the Kelliher City Council to provide for a prohibition on the sale, transfer, manufacture, and use of these substances as defined by these ordinances and to provide for the enforcement thereof and in the best interest of the public's health, safety, and general welfare.

Ordinance 52.08B
7.03	Council needs to agree to the wording to be used for the publishing of the Ordinance, either Summary or Title of the Ordinance. Council decided to use the Title and Summary of, Purpose; The purpose of this section is to regulate the possession, sale, manufacture, advertisement, and delivery of drug paraphernalia and thereby deter the use of controlled substances in the city. This section is not intended to allow what the Minnesota Statutes prohibit, not to prohibit what the Minnesota Statutes expressly allow.
