Recycling Bins
7.02	Last fall the Lost River Trails snowmobile club had called about the recycling bins located on their property. The County owns the recycling bins and is the responsible party, however they and the County inquired if the City had any property that could be relocated to. The Council had said to wait until our water tower project was finished as maybe they could go there. Now that the tower is completed, Chuck doesn’t want them there, as he has lost considerable room for snow storage with the new tower and chemical feed building. Clerk Krueth wanted to be proactive and asked the Council if they had any other ideas, because it’ll be coming up again soon. After a discussion of where the property lines are, maybe we could move them south onto the City Hall property (didn’t think there’d be enough room), Council instructed Clerk Krueth to call the County to tell them of our decision.
	

Vacate 6th St NW
7.03	Clerk Krueth explained to the Council that Trisha Krueth and Ron Lotton were present to ask the Council to vacate 6th St. NW. After the main lift station was installed, there was a road closed sign posted and no traffic was allowed to drive through. During the water sewer project, the sign had been removed as the construction companies were using the adjacent property for staging dirt, etc. Since the project has been finished, the sign never was replaced and now that the adjacent property is covered in gravel, people think they can drive through there, and have been parking there. Since it is private property that is getting driven on, Trisha Krueth’s, she is requesting that the city vacate 6th St. NW, so it can be permanently closed off to the public. After a discussion, the Council requested that the majority of the property owners should petition the City to vacate. Trisha Krueth, Ron Lotton and Jennifer Lotton signed the petition and the Council called for a Public Hearing to be posted and held on November 13th at 6:45 pm.

Co-Con Grant Idea’s
7.04	 Several idea’s were discussed; $7,500 for the Housing Incentive Grant, $20,000 for the Park renovations (additional pavilion and basketball court improvements) and for Clerk Krueth to check with the School to see if they are asking for funds for the SRT Grant or if we should.
