Liquor Store
September Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the September Income Statement.

6.02	Clerk Krueth explained that her surgery was postponed until October 25th, so she will be off for at least 1 week after that date. The surgery date could still change.

General Business 

Revolving Loan Application
7.01	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Revolving Loan application from Sand Creek Post & Beam. They are requesting $50,000-$70,000.00. Mayor Latterell explained that he and Clerk Krueth had met with the potential owners and realized they are asking for a 4 year term on the loan, which eliminated his concerns of draining the RLF fund as the pay back is quicker than the 20 year term he had assumed. Northwest Minnesota Foundation is also loaning the majority of the funds and the City will be participating, which will have NMF doing the paperwork and assuming the majority of the risk. HRDC is recommending that we approve the loan.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the Revolving Loan application for $70,000.00 to Sand Creek Post & Beam, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
	

First Responder Rig Bid
7.02	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with one sealed bid for the First Responder rig.

Motion was made by Latterell to accept the bid of $1,175.00 from Loren Lossing for the 1990 Ford First Responder rig, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.


CD Maturity or Renewal
7.03	Clerk Krueth received notice that the City’s 4-$100,000.00 Cd’s are maturing on 11/16/2017 and would like the Council opinion of cashing them out so we have our funds available for the project when needed or renewing them. Clerk Krueth is suggesting to cash them out. Council directed that the cd’s be cashed out.

LMCIT ADA Inspection Report
7.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a ADA Inspection report that was conducted by LMC on Oct. 4, 2017. The recommendations are:
	1.	Designating a permanent ADA Parking space in front of City Hall.
2.	Installing an access point into the park playground area. Currently the playground area is surrounded by treated poles to contain the wood chips, they suggest removing 1 section to a child in a wheelchair can easily access the play area.
	3.	Install some sort of ramps to access both restrooms in the Pavilion.
4.	Make repairs to the sidewalk area’s around the Liquor Store, currently the deteriorated area’s are creating trip hazards.
	5.	Update the signage that is designating the ADA parking spot at the Liquor Store.

	Clerk Krueth explained that Chuck has already removed a piece of the treated poles around the play area and is filling in the bad sections of sidewalk around the Liquor Store. Councilor Nelson suggested buying some rubber ramps to put on both sides of the Park restroom doors. Clerk Krueth will look into it for the spring. Council suggested that the City get 2 new ADA Parking signs that do not state “fine” for parking there, 1 for the Liquor Store & 1 for City Hall.

Health Insurance and Disability Insurance
7.05	Clerk Krueth had a rep from Colonial Life asking to offer various insurances to the employees. Council is ok with it being presented to the employees as a payroll deduction.
	
	Mayor Latterell explained that he’d been looking into the cost of health insurance for the full time employees since we’re working on the budget. He’s looked into MnSURE and will look into the Co-op. Councilor Nelson suggested looking into PEIP. Council is open to further exploration and add the expense into the budget to see the affect. 

Project Update
7.06	Change Order #1 is completed and part of the current pay request. They are working on the curb and sidewalk along Main Street and are hoping to be completed this week. They are requesting an extension on their timeline on the MnDOT project. They are planning on doing the City’s asphalt this year, but it is dependent upon the weather. Northern Paving has the contract for the City and they will honor their prices to next spring if needed. Council would prefer at least one layer of asphalt. Clerk Krueth reported that she was looking into replacing all the City street signs since the signs along Hwy 72 will all be new. She contacted Bruce at the County to find out what signs they are responsible for and he said that the E-911 program fund was expanded to cover the cost of street signs for the city. She just has to give him a list and he’ll order and install them in the spring! 

Pay requests from Spruce Valley for $549,550.42 and $332,065.85 were presented to the Council.

Motion was made L. Nelson to approve pay request, second by Jourdan. Motion passed unanimously.

Claims
7.07	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims for payment of $16,328.92.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims for payment, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilor L. Nelson complimented Councilor Jourdan on her work in designing the water tower! It looks great and everyone has been complimenting her on it. Also, she asked about getting some street lights along 4th Street W. as it is very dark and they have a lot of people who walk.
