He figured there was no sewer/water lines on the south 20’ of 6th street in front of Lotton’s property. Chuck also mentioned that there is an electrical line going to the speed sign. Clerk Krueth would get the easement language from the attorney to write the easement. Council discussed other options. J. Hudec suggested only vacating the outer 40’, 20’ on each side. Council asked all parties to get together and come to a solution and return next month with a plan.
