Beltrami County GIS/Census Program

Project Update
7.08	Clerk Krueth presented the Council the confirmation letters she received from PFA/WIF for $421,000.00 for water and $109,000.00 for sewer. We had previously been told we would be receiving $188,000.00 for sewer, but this is what we got after they went through all of our bids and other funding sources.

	Change Order No.4 for the city is to change the end date for the contract to June 15, 2018.

Motion was made C. Nelson to approve Change Order No. 4 for the City, second by L. Nelson. Motion passed with Latterell, L. Nelson, C. Nelson and Jourdan voting in favor and Skoe abstaining.

	Change Order No. 2 for the MnDOT project is to change the end date to June 15, 2018.

Motion was made L. Nelson to approve Change Order No. 2 for MnDOT, second by Jourdan. Motion passed unanimously.

	Change Order No. 1 for the Water Treatment Building is to add $3,297.00 of additional costs related to the sewer lines needing more insulation to cover them because of their depth to hook up to the sewer main.

Motion was made Jourdan to approve Change Order No. 1 for Eagle Construction, second by C. Nelson. Motion passed unanimously.

Clerk Krueth read the latest update from Lynn/WSN. The street lights are tentatively scheduled to be installed Dec. 15. She also presented a punch list of items to be completed in the spring.

	Pay requests from Spruce Valley for $368,699.54 and $251,123.48, and Eagle Construction for $16,146.20 were presented to the Council.

Motion was made L. Nelson to approve pay request, second by C. Nelson. Motion passed unanimously.
