Annual Interest Report
6.04 	Darin had been tracking the interest earned on the money that was put into CD's last year and had a comparison to what the City would've earned had we left the money in the Money Market and checking account. The report shows an average of $541.09 more interest earned per month and with a cumulative additional interest of $6,493.07 for the year. The report also shows the average 'Liquid' funds available at $391,128.03, with the lowest being $338,418.73.

Utility Bill to be Certified to the County
7.04	Clerk Krueth asked to certify a delinquent utility bill to the home owners property taxes.

Motion was made by Nelson to certify the delinquent utility bill to Beltrami County Property Taxes, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project Update
7.05	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of an email she'd received from SCDP (Small Cities Development Program) stating that the City has been cleared to apply for 'Full Application'. Councilor Skoe, who couldn't attend this meeting, had called asking what exactly this meant and suggested the City have a special meeting with WSN to talk about the next steps needed. Clerk Krueth is waiting to hear back from WSN.

Beltrami County Road Verification
7.06	Every year Jane Mueller from Beltrami County E911 Locatable Addressing has the City update and verify all the roads within our jurisdiction. Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the new map for review and asked for the Council to sign off where indicated.

Annual Employee Evaluations
7.07	Council evaluated Tom Heck, Chuck Schultz, Shelli Krueth and Jay Waldo. The City needs to set some sort of policy or procedure that can be followed every year. After a lengthy discussion, Council awarded raises as follows:
	Tom Heck-$1.00 (6.25% increase), Chuck Schultz-$1.00 (4.88% increase), Shelli Krueth-$1.00 (5.41% increase). 

Motion was made by Persons to set the pay rates at Tom Heck-$17.00, Chuck Schultz-$21.50, Shelli Krueth-$19.50, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
	
	Council evaluated Jay Waldo next. Chuck & Tom had both rated him as 'above average' and excellent. His various job duties were discussed along with the odd hours. Council awarded a raise for Jay Waldo-$1.00 (11.76% increase).

Motion was made by Persons to set the pay rate for at Jay Waldo-$9.50, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously, Randy Waldo abstained.


Claims for Approval
7.08	 Clerk Krueth presented the Council with Claims for approval for $8,344.58. 

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Item not on the Agenda.

Clerk Krueth had provided the Council with a letter she had received at home stating that the Kelliher Chiropractor Clinic (now called Spinal Health Professionals) has closed their Kelliher office as of January 1st, 2014. They have received the Business Incentive grant of $7,500.00 to open that clinic in October of 2011.

Councilor Nelson suggested Shelli send a letter to them requesting to pay back the Grant. If they do not pay, she should turn it over to the City attorney.  Shelli should also send a letter to the hair salon because that sale has not progressed, and by the terms of the grant needs to be either open or paid back.
