Maintenance Position
7.08	Council discussed the issues with hiring someone at this time. After a lengthy discussion, Council asked Clerk Krueth to bring back more information at next month’s meeting after talking with Tom and Chuck.

Old School Center
7.09	Councilor Skoe had requested this on the Agenda, but the concerns were discussed under 7.02 regarding the Catering/Old School Rental Fee.

Water Sewer Update
7.10	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update from Curt about the MnDOT plans, Chemical Feed Building & water tower progress. Councilor Skoe suggested the city ask Curt to put out the bid for the Chemical Feed Building now so we can have a better idea where our finances are when the balance of the pipe work is bid. 	He also asked to see if we can get anymore work added on to Reierson’s current bid. Clerk Krueth will ask Curt to find out if Reierson will take on any extra work, check on the looping of the water line down the alley between Main & 1st St., and to bid the Chemical Feed Building now. The bid for MnDOT and the balance of our pipe work will be opened around the time the bonding bill should be done.
	MnDOT officials have offered to come up for another meeting to review the 90% plans as there is only about a week left to make any changes. Council asked Clerk Krueth to schedule a meeting with them asap. 

Motion was made by Jourdan to request WSN to put the bid out for the Chemical Feed Building, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Great River Rescue Donation Request
7.11	Clerk Krueth presented a donation request from Great River Rescue. She will utilize them now that she’s aware of them. Councilor Jourdan offered to bring the recued animals down if needed.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the donation of $100.00 from the Liquor Store fund, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Claims for Approval
