FEMA Grant
6.03	Chief Vollhaber couldn't make the meeting, but he wanted the Council to be aware that he'd applied for a FEMA Grant of approximately $80,100.00 for the purchase of 12 self contained air packs with 2 air cylinders each. As part of the application, an A-133 Audit expense is allowable as an expense and if our water sewer project goes through this summer we will be required to have this additional Audit. Miller McDonald quoted the audit at $1,900.00 and he included that in his application. This grant has a 5% match of funds.
