Liquor Store
January Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the January Income Statement. It was a good month, but Tom stated that the fishing is over now. Councilor Nelson asked if the entry doors are going to be replaced. Clerk Krueth stated that they were only to be fixed so that they would close correctly & painted when the building is painted, the back door was replaced. Clerk Krueth also informed the Council that the lock on the back door had just broken & was replaced. Clerk Krueth informed the Council that Tom is using a program from US Foods for the cost of the food sales.

Public Works

Training Request
6.02	Chuck Schultz requested to attend the MRWA conference. This is where he gets his training hours for his water/sewer licenses.

Pond Discharge-Leak
6.03	Chuck informed the Council of a break in the transfer structure gate valve which caused a leak / discharge of the secondary pond into Bullhead Creek. He provided pictures of the break and the repairs he had made. He is concerned about a violation being put against him for the release of untreated/tested water. We might have to add the repair costs into our project. He believes it was caused by the frost and concerned about what damage is behind the structure.

Training Request
6.04 	Clerk Krueth asked to attend her 3rd and final year of Clerk Certification training this year in May. She will not be attending the annual Clerk Conference this year.

County Verification of Roads
7.02	The County sent a map to verify the roads within our city limits for the 911 system. The map requires each Councilor to sign it. All members present signed the map. There haven't been any roads added or removed. All members present signed.

Fitness Center Request
7.03	Clerk Krueth presented information on a InBody 230 machine for the Fitness Center. She would like to purchase it as a way to retain members at the Fitness Center by showing or measuring their workout results. Clerk Krueth has proposed to split the cost by getting a grant from URLAA, the Health & Resource Committee and the remainder from the Fitness Center funds. Clerk Krueth also showed the council a spreadsheet showing the average number of members at the fitness center over the last 8 years. The fitness center needs an average of 24 monthly members just to pay for the rent, and we have never had that number, so she is also suggesting to ask the School to reduce the rent from $600 per month to $400 to help keep it viable. Councilor Jourdan suggested getting a trainer, but we don't know of any in the area. Clerk Krueth said she would be keeping the machine at the City Hall and bring it to the Center once per month. Also, it was suggested to advertise more. It was discussed who all had keys to the center, and that we should get control over their use. It was also suggested that we ask Northome for a grant also.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the purchase of the InBody 230 with the City paying 1/3 , seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
    

Pipeline Invitation
7.04	Clerk Krueth passed along a invitation from the Pipeline for an informational supper to all council members.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve 25% of the expansion costs up to $5,000(since a job has been created), with the review by the Mayor and Clerk of costs documentation provided and a lien placed upon the property, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Claims for Approval
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims for $10,412.58.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Fire Dept Request
7.07	 Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the recommendation from the Fire Department to appoint Greg Vollhaber as Chief for another 3 years. 

Motion was made by Latterell to approve the Gregg Vollhaber as Fire Department Chief for another 3 year term, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Greg Vollhaber had also asked the Council about their opinion on doing a training burn on a house and taking on the responsibility of the clean up afterward. Usually it is the property owners duty to clean up afterward, and in this case the owner doesn't want that responsibility or expense. Mayor Latterell thought if the Fire Department wanted to cover the clean up costs, that would be their call, but we should check with League of MN cities about any potential liability exposure.

Clerk Krueth gave the Council a timeline that Curt from WSN had given her for the Project; He expects to send in the 50% Design Plans to USDA for approval in the 1st week of March, there will be 2-4 weeks before he gets their comments, then he will send the 90% Design Plans at the end of April for approval. He would like to letting the Water Tower bids in early May, then the chemical Feed Building & Piping after that.
