Draw Request
7.02	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a draw request from General Construction for the delivery of materials for the water tower totaling $209,950.00. Councilor Skoe asked how/where our cash is kept. Clerk Krueth showed him on the Checking Reconciliation report where the money is. He was inquiring incase we had to use our cash to pay any future water sewer project bills before we have to use the interim cash from Rural Water as any interest we pay on the interim financing will not be an expense that we can write off.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the draw request of $209,950.00 for General Construction, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

North Beltrami Heritage Center
7.03	North Beltrami Heritage Center would like the City’s approval to have the Auditorium listed in the National Register of Historic Places. Council asked Clerk Krueth to have them get more information on the process and what it would mean for future building maintenance and heating.                    


Resolution 2017-6 Beltrami County Parking Plan
7.04	Clerk Krueth presented a resolution accepting the new Parking Plan from Beltrami County for the road work on CASH 36/Main St.  Council reviewed the plan and want Clerk Krueth to ask for another 50’ of sloped drive in front of the Fire Hall and to remove the side walk east of the Fire Hall. Councilor Skoe asked Clerk Krueth to ask about the drainage/elevation of the gutter going past the Fire Hall and flowing north along Gould to the storm sewer. Right now the water is pooling in front of the Fire Hall and they might need to replace some gutters going north along Gould also.

Beltrami County 911 GIS Mapping
7.05	Annually Beltrami County 911 GIS department has the City sign off on the map of the city, declaring the streets listed are correct. Councilor Skoe suggested having the whole city redone, eliminating the NE/NW designation. Council sign off on the map.

3.2% Off Sale Beer License Application Changes
7.06	 Council reviewed a 3.2% Off Sale Beer application and recommended the following change: ‘The physical address of the applicants primary residence is:’ and add *if not a resident of the county, the manager/agent must sign another application accepting the responsibility. 

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the changes on the 3.2% Off Sale Beer License, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project-Bid Opening
7.07	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that there will be a bid opening on Feb 28, 2:00 pm for the Chemical Feed building. Curt has also dropped off several Temporary Easements that will be needed and asked Clerk Krueth to talk to the people before hand. Curt has talked with Reierson about added some more work onto their job, they want to know the amount we are requesting. He also talked with Kathy about adding some work to the previous bid, she said something about 25% being allowable, but isn’t sure if it’s 25% of the bid as a whole or 25% of an item and he is looking into it further. Curt also talked about the Legislator session and funding.


Grant Opportunity-Outdoor Trail
7.08	Clerk Krueth asked the Council if they would be willing to apply for anther grant for a trail. The DNR Outdoor Recreational Grant is something that will work for our needs. Tim Lutz and WSN discussed the trail path and the requirements. They want the City to be the lead for this project as the possible trail will be along/through City property and cross over a lot at the end of Maple Drive. Council is willing to give up the lot at the end of Maple Drive for the trail, but would like the trail to go along the west side of the school property to the end lot. Council asked that the School be the applicant and the City will grant easements as needed to accomplish the trail. The lot has a value of $7,500 to be used as ‘in kind’ for the project expenses and possibly place a value on the easement that goes around the pond to be used as ‘in kind’. 

Motion was made by Skoe that the City is open to a lease/easement in Outlot B and donation of Lot 8, Block 2, but the City requests say in the final placement of the trail, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Claims for Approval
7.09	Council was presented with claims totaling $25,074.26.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
