Liquor Store
February Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the February Income Statement. Councilor Skoe questioned the legality of us charging the customers the surcharge for using a credit card. This will save the Liquor Store about $6,000.00 per year. We will look into it.

County Commissioner Meeting
6.02	Kay Mack has reached out asking if the City would be willing to host a County Commissioner meeting. They are going to have meetings through-out the County at different locations this summer, and asked about June 5th or 19th. They will not be having one in Waskish, so we should invite the surrounding townships to attend. Council agreed to June 19th meeting date and suggested we ask if it could be in the School Library or Commons to accommodate more people.

Election Equipment
6.03	The County had received a grant for new election equipment, so Clerk Krueth had put the City down for an E-Roster. The City has to match a portion of the cost. The City’s match is $316.75 for a $1,267.00 E-Roster.

Public Work
Notice of Award
6.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that Chuck Schultz is listed as an recipient for the 2017 Wastewater Treatment Facility Operational Award from MPCA and will be receiving a Certificate of Commendation! Council took this opportunity to congratulate Chuck for doing such a great job for the City!

New Tires
6.05	Chuck Schultz presented the Council with a request to buy 4 new tires for the tractor. There is a rip in the sidewall of a front tire that patches and tubes are not working. Chuck received quotes from Jensen’s Store, DWA, and Twin Valley, but he still has to verify that the quotes are on radial tires.

Motion: was made by Skoe to authorize Chuck and Shelli to pick the best choice and purchase the tires, and seconded by L. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Fire Department
Equipment Purchase
6.06	Greg Vollhaber told the Council the Fire Department has an opportunity to purchase a Grass Rig from the DNR. The current Grass Rig was purchased from the DNR and is a 1990. The new one is a 2005 Ford diesel with approximately 80,000 miles for $10,000-$13,000. He doesn’t have a firm price yet, but the Fire Department would get a 35% discount from the estimated value they determine. The guys have checked it over and believe it’s worth it. The DNR has a life cycle where they turn over their equipment.

Motion: was made by Skoe to authorize Fire Department to purchase the new Grass Rig if they so desire, and seconded by Jourdan.  Motion carried unanimously.
