New Pick-up
6.04	Clerk Krueth reported that the City truck had broken down (some electrical problems), which made her look up how long we've had that truck, how long it'd been last time when the city truck had been replaced and what was on the Capital Plan for replacement.	We purchased the 2004 truck in 2007 with 85,697 miles for $14,954.00, it now has 112,000+ miles. The Capital Plan has a target replacement date of 2015 with a target cost of $21,000.00. The thought was to trade in the old yellow truck, keep the blue one and purchase another with a plow. This would make snow plowing go quicker.Council discussed the pros and cons. Council discussed maybe getting a side by side or four wheeler instead.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve getting some quotes for pick-ups and or a side by side, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2016-7 Fire Escrow Account

This will get the City listed on a state insurance data base so if this were to happen, the City would be covered.

7.05	Council received the 2015 audit Report from the Miller McDonald. They are asking if the Council would like them to come up and officially present & discuss the findings. Council does not require them to come. 

City Wide Clean Up
7.06	Clerk Krueth is requesting another City Wide clean up on May 21st. Last year's cost was $1,269.00. Council requested a Clean up letter to be mailed with the water bills, so everyone will be notified, along with a notice that the City will be pursuing enforcement of our ordinances. Councilor Nelson suggested that all property owners receive the letter, including abandoned properties. Clerk Krueth explained the process of enforcing our ordinance. The City will also have help available for the elderly & disabled.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the City wide Clean up, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project Update
7.07	Councilor Skoe and clerk Krueth gave the Council an update on the status of our request for additional funding for the water sewer project. Currently we are waiting for the Legislature to pass a Bonding Bill. There are 2 possible avenues of funding, one is from Senator Skoe who has added our need into a bill, the second is the regular bonding bill through the Water Infrastructure Funds (WIF) managed by Public Facility Authority (PFA). USDA has talked with the WIF/PFA people and have our project on their funding list if the bonding bill passes. However, we are also encouraged to apply for additional funding through USDA if this doesn't pass. USDA wants us to approve the contract that we have now.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the application for supplemental funding from USDA, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve authorizing the water sewer work under 36/Main St. and 1 block of Gould to be separated out from the project and do that now, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
