7.06 Continuation: Clerk Krueth, Councilor Skoe and Mayor Latterell updated the Council on their meeting with County Commissioner Sumner. Commissioner Sumner had called today to say the county didn't feel this should be a project they should get involved in. Mayor Latterell provided a couple spreadsheets showing the city funds that are available for the cities portion and what he thinks are the reserve funds in the PILT fund. USDA had come up with some options for working with the County on doing the water/sewer along Hwy 36. The County has now said they will postpone the paving of Hwy 36 for the 3 blocks in question.

Motion was made by Skoe to request WSN do the engineering & design and have the bids let for the water sewer work done on Hwy 36 from Clark Ave (Hwy 72) to Paukner Residence, and be given a timeline for the work. Seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
