Future Grant Acceptance
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with information about what kind of grants are acceptable for the City to be accepting. After reviewing with the City Attorney all the types of grants that the City accepts, they all do fall into the guidelines from MS 465.04 statute. He would like us to reference the state statute in the resolution.

Beltrami Electric –Street Light Metering
7.06	Beltrami Electric had notified the City that they were going to be metering the street lights after the MnDOT project street lights get replaced. They said we will need to re-wire 2 portions of the street lights as their power source will be eliminated and hook them up to a meter. After a meeting with a representative from Beltrami Electric, it became apparent that the City does have a choice about metering all the lights.	 After looking into the cost of wiring the portions of street lights that need to redone ($8.00 per foot plus the cost of the wire & electrician) and paying a metering fee plus the fact that the Maintenance agreement we have now will not apply for these lights, so we’ll have to set up a new Maintenance Agreement for those lights, it is not cost effective. Clerk Krueth had discussed this with Curt, he suggested that we wait for the MnDOT project to see who gets the lighting contract and get a price from them. Councilor Skoe stated that he had talked with Beltrami Electric and they had stated there was not a decision that had been made about it. Clerk Krueth then asked about whether or not the City even owned the underground wiring for the street lights because she was under the impression that it was owned by Beltrami Electric. The City had sold the light plant & wires to them in 1974. The City Attorney wants me to find a resolution stating such. There is not a Resolution in the Resolution Book, but there is reference to one. Councilor Skoe stated that the Resolutions at that time were recorded in minutes and he thought the timeline is 1993-1996, and maybe we should ask someone who was a Councilor at that time what they remembered. 	

Motion was made by Latterell send a letter to Beltrami Electric stating the City will not proceed with Beltrami Electric’s recommendation to meter the street lights at this time, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

	Discussion was held about what to do about the lights, because the lights will be losing their power source. Council decided that this is an issue that is being created by the MnDOT project, so there for it should be part of their project to restore power to the remaining lights. Some residents also stated that they are personally paying for some of the street lights, so we need to go around town & list the lights we pay for.

City Clean-Up Day
7.07	Council Set the City Clean Up Day to be on May 20th. Clerk Krueth will get 2 dumpsters delivered by Wednesday, May 17th and have the Clean Up day be Saturday May 20th. Councilor Jourdan will talk with the FCCLA/School kids to get some help for the residents. Councilor Jourdan will take point on organizing and getting the school involved. Council discussed who would be authorized to help drive the city vehicles if Chuck would be too busy. Council discussed when the Inspection Committee would be going out to inspect again. Clerk Krueth reported she had sent out the follow up letters from last fall’s clean-up efforts giving the residents until April 30th to have everything cleaned.

Zoning Permit
7.08	Richard Connelly submitted a Zoning Permit to build a garage. Council discussed ordinance set backs and the position of the garage. Council discussed having the Council having the final approval on these issues, so asked Clerk Krueth to get the City Attorney’s opinion on bringing it to the council or having the Clerk approve the Zoning Permits.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the Zoning Permit, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
 

Water Sewer Project Update
7.09	Councilor Skoe asked that if the MnDOT bid is incorrect, we should have Curt make sure it gets fixed. (the electrical street light issue) Curt stated that the MnDOT bids will be opened on May 26th at 11:00 am. at City Hall. Reierson is pulling out of town today and I had called Curt about getting the manhole done on Lakin Ave. Apparently we had discussed the extra manhole after they had already ordered the manholes needed for the project	, and it is too costly to get another manhole delivered. They said the manhole would cost more than the labor to put it in. Councilor C. Nelson will contact another contractor to see if they could do the project, Schwartz is the company that had done the school, so he is aware of our lines etc. 

Claims for Approval
7.10	Council was presented with claims totaling $4,897.54.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Latterell. Motion carried unanimously.
