	Clerk Krueth and Councilor Jourdan informed the Council of the plans for the flower pots and flags for the light poles as a way to spruce up the City for this year to celebrate having the construction done. Councilor Jourdan made plans for the flowers and vegetables to be placed around town.

City Clean Up
7.04	Clerk Krueth asked the Council about scheduling the clean up day for May 12. Councilor Jourdan is planning on collaborating with Chuck to go around and give notices to residents that need to clean up their yards and give them flyers for the cleanup for a more personal touch. Clerk Krueth has also put a legal notice in the paper for the property at 127 4th Street to cleanup or the City will do it and put it on the property taxes. Councilor C. Nelson volunteered the fire department to do the cleanup of the property to save the city some money. Clerk Krueth will see if that is possible. Councilor Jourdan asked to have the time frame between the inspection and the final clean up date to be shortened, so that there will be a quicker follow up and resolution to the issue. The city code gives the Council the ability to authorize their representative the power of enforcement. Council agreed to shorten the time frame to complete the violation to 2 weeks, unless the resident has a plan and gives a time frame that it would be done. Council discussed rewording our Administration Fine letter to highlight the fact that it is a violation that can be prosecuted.

Motion: was made by L. Nelson to give the Clean up/Inspection committee enforcement authority and seconded by C. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously with Jourdan abstaining.
      

Liability Waiver Form
7.05	Council was presented with the Liability Coverage Waiver Form. Every year the Council must make the choice to Waive or Not Waive the monetary limits on the insurance coverage.

PILT Grant Application-Idea’s
7.06	Clerk Krueth asked the Council for any idea’s for this round of grant request from the PILT Fund. Public Safety and Economic Development is the criteria. Clerk Krueth had suggested the Housing Incentive grant for $2,500.00, which would be for 1 house. Another idea was to replace the roof at the park pavilion and something needs to be done with the cement under the whole structure. Clerk Krueth is also looking into the ADA ramps that last falls inspection had asked for. However because of the sinking cement, the rise to the door threshold are 3” to 6” and she cannot find any premade in the correct sizes. Councilor Jourdan would like to see the building replaced. Council discussed the park pavilion in depth, Councilor Jourdan suggested she and I collaborate and bring back some idea’s next month. Mayor Latterell suggested we give a amount that we would be willing to spend also to make the request more palatable and to make sure the project get done. Clerk Krueth suggested Disc Golf, she had received a quote for a 9 hole disc golf in the park for $7,150.00. It could be a good draw and start utilizing the park more. Bemidji has tournaments and leagues, so we could get on the circuit.  

Update on Project
7.07	Clerk Krueth asked if the Council wanted to have Tony Long monitor the remaining of the project. Chuck was on the fence about whether or not he is needed. But he did a great job last year and this year it would only be to make sure the utility hook ups are not buried. Council asked for him to be kept on.
A) Change Order #4
	Council was presented with Change Order #4 which is the increased cost for the decorative street lights, the total is 91,644.10 being split as $47,607.45 for the State and $44,036.65 for the City.

Motion was made Jourdan by to approve the claims for payment, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

	B) Cost Estimate’s for 3rd Street & Gould Ave
	Council was given an estimate of $2,605.00 to remove the small sections of asphalt along 3rd street and repaving; $7,800.00 to also remove and replace the curb & gutter and repave. An estimate of $600.00 to remove a tree in front of 169 3rd St. where the roots were cut on both sides thus affecting the integrety of the tree. An Estimate of $14,400.00 to remove the asphalt and repave on Gould Ave from 4th Street to 5th Street; and $18,000.00 if the base needs to be replaced with class 5.
          
Motion was made C. Nelson to approve the $7,800.00 on 3rd Street, $600.00 to remove the tree and $18,000.00 to repave Gould Ave, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Pay Request Eagle Construction
