Councilor Skoe requested item F under 7.02 Project Updates, to discuss Water Meters, Sewer Lagoon & city shop building, possible project extension.

Motion: was made by Jourdan to approve the Agenda with the additions and seconded by Latterell.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilor Skoe discussed the past due utility accounts. Clerk Krueth explained the situation of each account.

April Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the April Income Statement.

County Commissioner Meeting
6.02	Kay Mack has had to change the date of the meeting to be held in town from the 19 to the 5th due to scheduling conflicts. Clerk Krueth thought having the meeting at City Hall/Fire Department would be best as far as space, if more people show up, the Community Center will be the back-up location. Kay has also requested a walking tour of the project so the Commissioners can see the results of their participation. Council suggested we provide coffee/water and cookies.

6.03	Ecology Democracy Network sent a letter to the Council regarding the GSP/GDP being replaced with GPI. Information only.

Asbestos Report
6.04	Clerk Krueth had an inspection done on the city shop building hose tower. She wasn’t getting anyone to bid on the repairs for the building because of the possible asbestos. The inspection was done by Midwest Environmental Consulting out of Mora, MN. The report confirms that hose tower was built out of a product containing asbestos and some of the caulking around the base. He will be sending a list of licensed contractors to remove the asbestos.

	Councilor Skoe asked what the plans were for the building and what repairs should be done.
	Issues mentioned are:	Insulating the roof/building
				Getting bids to remove the hose tower
				Keeping the restroom/tool room
				Getting water to the building
				Getting the outside painted
				Timing of everything
	Council wants the building to be a useable space when finished and to spend our money wisely.	 Councilor Skoe stated we should put a working bathroom in the tool room with a sink, water heater, eye wash and whatever other safety items needed. Then build a work bench with cupboards for storage along the wall between the tool room and office. Work on this building needs to happen now, or it won’t happen. Councilor Skoe suggested we split it up into 2 projects, the outside and the inside. If the inside doesn’t get done this year it can be done next year. Just get the outside done this year.

Motion was made by Skoe that without Council approval the water feed to the shop building cannot be from the original 8” main in the middle of the room, it must be plumbed in a conventional manner, Jourdan seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

After a lengthy discussion, Councilor Jourdan suggested she, Shelli and Doug Jourdan could meet and come up with a plan.

Motion was made by D. Latterell to get quotes for the removal of the hose tower, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

2017 Audit Report
6.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the 2017 Audit report. Council does not require Miller McDonald to come up and go over. 	

General Business 

PILT Grant Application-Park Quote
7.01	Councilor Jourdan and Clerk Krueth had taken an assessment of the needs at the park and met with a couple companies to get bids on either replacement or repairs to the park pavilion. Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a quote for the repairs on the park pavilion. She received a quote for the roof, remove & replace the cement, and the restrooms of $27,700.00 and quotes to have new pavilion of $40,000.00. The vision is to have another structure in the future. Council decided they would commit $15,000.00 to the project so it will get done. Clerk Krueth will submit a PILT grant request for the $27,700. 
	

Project Update
7.02	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update about the water tower demolition date, she will contact Dave Webb to see about timing with the roof replacement. 

Update on the City street lights, there was an error in installing the new city street lights. One was installed by mistake in front of Our Saviors; Clerk Krueth talked to Mayor Latterell about it and made the decision to leave it and order another new light. 

Update on the Chemical Feed building. There was an issue that the ground would start burning from the welding sparks at 10’ underground, had a specialist come to check the soil to determine the cause.

Well #4 was not working as of today, they had a finish date of June 1, but now it’s been delayed at least 1 week.

Paving should be starting next Monday.

Clerk Krueth shared the current punch list.
Clerk Krueth shared the current fund spreadsheet. The confusion comes from the separation of funds between water & sewer with the PFA funds only for water. Since we received the PFA funds last fall, we had already paid most of the water lines. She is working with USDA to move funds around to make it all work out. After a discussion, Mayor Latterell and Councilor Skoe will meet with Clerk Krueth to review the spreadsheet in more detail.

Clerk Krueth will tell WSN to move forward with getting bids for the water meters.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the pay requests and change order, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims of $20,935.61, seconded by Latterell. Motion carried unanimously.
	
City Clean Up
7.04	Councilor Jourdan reported on the status of the properties that needed to be cleaned up. Of the 13 on the list only 4 need to have letters sent. 

Motion: was made by L. Nelson to give the Clean up/Inspection committee enforcement authority and seconded by C. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously with Jourdan abstaining.
