Public Forum

Mayor Latterell informed the Council of some issues that have come to his attention regarding the Kelliher Apartments. Both he and Shelli were receiving phone calls and visitors from renters of the apartment asking if the City could do something to force the owners to do repairs on the building. They stated that there is a roof leak, mold, snakes and mice in the building, and nothing is being done about it. They had invited him to a meeting tonight to inform him of what actions they will be taking.	 There are currently 12 out of 20 renters. Over half of the current renters had attended the meeting. They will be sending a letter demanding the repairs or they will start withholding their rent, according to the Renter’s Bill of Rights. Clerk Krueth had first received complaints last year and they had Bill Patnaude from Beltrami County meet with them. Unfortunately the County does not have any ordinance regulating Rental buildings.

Approval of New Hires/Volunteers
6.05	Bob Crib has presented a list of new First Responders who have completed their training to be approved as new employees/volunteers. New members are Corey Bieganek, Mark Bieganek, Travis Duresky, Joe Hudec, Jesse Jensen, Aaron Jorgensen, Carver Nelson, Aaron Poxleitner, Shane Hastings and Chad Reller.

Sale of Old First Responder Rig
6.06	The First Responders would like to sell the old Waskish rig and wanted to ask the Council how they wish them to proceed. It has been offered to the current volunteers and there was some interest, however, the last time we sold one we had required sealed bids. Council requested that it be advertised as sealed bids. Clerk Krueth explained the issue with the title of the rig.

Housing Incentive Grant Application- Heck/Jourdan
7.02	Council was presented with a Housing Incentive Grant application from Sierra Heck and Christian Jourdan for the purchase of 251 Lakin Ave property. They are asking for $500.00 to make their financing work.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the Grant, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried with L. Nelson, Jourdan voting in favor and Latterell and C. Nelson abstaining. Motion passed.

2017Liability Insurance Renewal
7.03	Council was presented with the Waiver Form for the 2017 Liability Insurance Renewal. 

Motion was made by L. Nelson to ‘Not Waive’ the monetary limits, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Manhole Quote
7.04	Councilor C. Nelson had received a Quote for installing the new manhole on Lakin Ave from Wm. J. Schwartz & Sons, Inc. totaling $11,820.00. Clerk Krueth reported that in order for this to be included in the project costs we would need to have 3 Quotes and they would need to fill out all the extra paperwork required by USDA. Curt said the cost should be about $5,000.00 and he does have it included in the City’s bid documents. The higher cost is probably due to have it the manhole special ordered and shipped by itself, which is what Reierson said their issue was. If we wait until our bids are opened and accepted, it may not get installed before the detour starts. That would be the chance we take. Council discussed the issue of having it installed afterwards, and the road already tarred and the fact that there is a sewer leak because of plug that we cannot get to without the manhole to fix. Council discussed paying for it through the sewer fund.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the Manhole installation at City cost, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried, with C. Nelson abstaining.

Resolution 2017-12 Signatory Authorization for MnDOT Construction Agreement
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Resolution Authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to be the signatures on the MnDOT Agreement No. 1027710, Hwy 72 project.

MnDOT Agreement 1027710
7.06	Clerk Krueth provided the Council with the MnDOT Agreement 1027710. She pointed out that the agreement states the lighting cost split has been changed to a 50/50 split instead of the 90/10 as was discussed in the our meetings with them. Clerk Krueth has questioned Joe McKinnon, he stated that was the original discussion based upon notes taken from our first meeting. I provided him with the minutes of our subsequent meetings stating the 90/10 split and he is checking back with the state office for clarification. Clerk Krueth has also forwarded the contract to WSN for review. Contract was tabled until answers are provided. The previous Resolution gives the Mayor and Clerk authority to sign with the full Council reviewing it again. The Agreement does state that the numbers can be changed based upon the bid that has been approved.

MPCA-Corrective Action Letter
7.07	Council reviewed a letter from MPCA requesting the City to take corrective action regarding the possible petroleum leak under the Hwy 72 corridor.

Beltrami County MOU
7.08	Beltrami County has sent a Memorandum of Understanding of the CSAH 36 project. It states under item #10 that the City shall be invoiced for the cost of their contracted items and we are not aware of any contracted items we could be charged for. Clerk Krueth has emailed  Lisa Warne at the County, but the emails have been returned undeliverable, she needs to call her to verify. 

Motion was made by Latterell to approve the MOU subject to clarification of item #10, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.
 
General Construction Pay Estimate #4
7.09	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a pay estimate from General Construction for the Tank erection for $20,125.00. David Webb did call to say they are waiting for a larger crane to be available, which will be in the next week or two. Clerk Krueth also forwarded the pay estimate to Curt at WSN for approval, ha stated that he was reviewing it with his office but we should go ahead and approve it so we don’t have to call a special meeting to do so after it is approved by them. Clerk Krueth also stated that she was sending it through Small Cities for funding and that will take a couple of weeks.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the Pay Estimate subject to review by WSN staff, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Fill Dirt Storage
7.10	 Clerk Krueth asked the Council if there was any place in the City that can store any excess fill dirt. Ray Poxlietner has been asking because if we can store it for our other projects to save money on the bids. Council discussed various options. They will contact Nate Heim and maybe the Development Corporation. Council discussed the possible use of extra fill dirt if we were to keep some of it.

Office Light Replacement/LED Upgrade
7.12	The Fire Department is upgrading the lighting throughout the Fire Hall, the barn and their meeting room, and have asked if the City would like to upgrade the Council Chambers and City office at the same time. They have 2 quotes. Council needs to approve replacing the lights in the Chamber and Office. The estimated cost to the City is $900.00. They are getting an updated quote because the Fire Department is adding an dimmable option to the Fire meeting room. 

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the spending of up to $900.00 for the LED light replacement, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Project Update
7.13	Clerk Krueth wanted to remind the Council of the bid opening for MnDOT is on May 26 at 11:00 am and the City portion will be opened on June 12 at 2:00 pm. Curt is still looking into the power issue for the street lights, talking with Joe McKinnon.

Nuisance Committee Inspection
7.14	Clerk Krueth told the Council that the City Clean Up day is scheduled for this coming weekend and she has sent out letters to the residents that still had issues from last fall. Councilor Jourdan asked that they be called the Beautification Committee rather than the Nuisance Committee, to 	have a positive spin rather than a negative spin.	Councilor Jourdan asked if she can add a couple more residents to the committee to bring more community involvement to the task. She only wanted to get 2 more people. Councilor Jourdan has 2 high school students lined up to help residents, but no one has called yet asking for help. Councilor Jourdan would like to drive around early and ask if people need help. Clerk Krueth told the Council that most of the people who received her letters have been working on their properties.
