Public Forum

April Income Statement

Council suggested she move some of the expenses into Repairs since they found & repaired the sewer pipe leak, which lead to more digging & a new floor in the Bar area. Beltrami County Assessor's Training
6.02	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an invitation from Beltrami County to attend Assessor's training.

Council Chamber Chairs
6.03	Clerk Krueth inquired if the Council would like to replace the chairs in the Council Chambers. A resident is selling some chairs that could work. Councilor Skoe will ask the Fire Department if they would like some also.

General Business 
Certify Delinquent Water Bills

Housing & Building Incentive Grant Question
7.03	 Clerk Krueth had been asked if a person were to buy a House that was previously also a Daycare and keep the Daycare running, if that would qualify for both the Housing and Business Incentive Grants. Council agreed that it would, however the Business Incentive Grant would be given after the purchase of the house, so it would be used for the business start up.

PILT Grant Request Due Date
7.04	Council was informed of the upcoming deadline for the PILT/Con Con grants on May 30, 2014. She will be asking for more funds for Housing Incentive and Business Incentive Grants. The Housing Incentive Grant has no funds at this time and the Business Incentive fund is down to $6,000.00 after the demolition expenses.

Motion was made by Persons to approve the grant requests, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.


Housing Incentive Grant Application
7.05	Council reviewed a Housing Incentive Grant request from Deanne Stai-Johnson, she is looking at purchasing a lot from the Pearson Addition and building a new house. Council decided to approve the request for when funds are available.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the Housing Incentive application when funds are available, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.

Sign Replacement Policy
7.06	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Sign Replacement Policy. The MN MUTCD requires the city to establish an assessment or management method that is designed to maintain sign retroreflectivity at or above minimum levels specified in MN MUTCD Table 2A-3, which can be seen on page 2A-6 of the MN MUTCD, Chapter 2A. Council discussed who should be in charge of the sign inventory list and replacement duties. Clerk Krueth will check with Beltrami County Hwy Dept as they had previously indicated they would be keeping an inventory of our signs and replace them as needed. The State requires cities to have a policy in place by June 13, 2014.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the Sign Replacement Policy, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.


Water/Sewer Project Numbers & Update
7.07	Mayor Latterell and Councilor Skoe gave the Council an update from the Beltrami County Commissioners meeting they had just attended. The County has voted to approve granting the city 15% of the Water Sewer Project costs up to $420,000.00! Now that we have funding in place, we need to meet with WSN and USDA/RD to go over the next steps. Council decided to recess this meeting until Thursday, May 22, 2014, and have WSN and USDA/RD attend.

Claims for Approval
7.08	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with Claims for approval totaling $13,246.18. 

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the claims for payment, seconded by Persons. Motion carried unanimously.
