Staff Reports/Requests

Liquor Store
May Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the May Income Statement. Councilor L. Nelson commented that May was a good month.

Sunday Liquor
6.02	Liquor Store Manager Tom Heck was present to discuss the Sunday liquor options. Sunday liquor is allowed in the On-Sale also per MN statute and our city attorney has concurred. Council needs to pass a Motion to approve the On-Sale operations, our City attorney will be getting back to Clerk Krueth tomorrow after reviewing this with the League of MN attorneys.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the Liquor Store On-Sale to be open on Sunday,  seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Personnel Policy Change
6.03	Liquor Store Manager Tom Heck asked for a temporary exclusion or suspension of Policy #1, Other Considerations, which states ‘No department head’s immediate family shall be appointed’. It states they are ‘guide lines that should be taken into consideration’ and he is having difficulty finding employees. He would like to have his daughter work part-time. Now with the addition of being open on Sundays, the problem is worse.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to allow the temporary exclusion of the policy of not hiring family members and approve the hiring of Kelly Heck on a part-time temporary basis, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Printer
6.04	Councilor Jourdan had researched an found a printer for Clerk Krueth.

General Business 

Resolution 2017-14 URLAA Grant
7.01	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with Resolution 2017-14 accepting a grant for the North Beltrami Heritage Center.

General Construction Pay Request
7.02	Council was presented with a payment request from General Construction on the water tower. Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she did get Small Cities/DEED to reassign funds from water lines to the water tower, however, it was only for the dollar amount of the last draw request, so she would like to know how to pay this one.

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the pay request to be paid out of city funds, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Skating Rink
7.03	Mayor Latterell asked the City if they would be interested in accepting a piece of property if the Development Corporation could build a skating rink and splash park. North Beltrami Development Corporation is looking into acquiring some property and building a skating rink that can be a splash pad during the summer with a warming shack. The warming shack can be large enough to provide some extra storage for the maintenance department. Council discussed approaching URLAA to see if they would be willing to support it by covering the annual maintenance expense. More research will need to be done as to the expenses to build & maintain it.

Road Maintenance - North Lake Drive
7.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of some issues on North Lake Drive. There is a low spot that continues to be a problem with all the gravel gone and Chuck had just cut out some trees in the ditch area. Chuck had asked for a quote for 4” of gravel from Grundmeier’s to the corner which is $7,489.80 (30 loads) from Ray Poxleitner. There is $11,316.00 that the City had received as street aid in 2015 that hasn’t been used but this years budget only has $1,000.00 in the street maintenance fund. Council suggested to have the City Engineer look at the road and give his professional opinion, since Chuck had removed trees in the ditch, that would indicate a drainage issue. Suggested to see about having some of the extra dirt from the project put down to create a crown on the road and then put some gravel on it. Council OK’d a couple loads of gravel in the low spot for now and have it checked out.

Beautification Committee
7.05	The Beautification Committee has done an inspection of residents properties and have submitted a list of 17 places that should be sent violation letters. Council reviewed the list and pictures.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve sending violation letters to the recommended residents, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.



Water Tower Paint Colors & Name
7.06	Clerk Krueth and Councilor Jourdan presented the Council with their color choices and name design. Councilor Jourdan had asked the residents for their input on the color and design. We have not received the color samples yet. Several suggestions were discussed. Clerk Krueth will find out the name of the design company to try to get a design created for us to look at. Councilor Jourdan will spearhead the final design choices.

MnDOT Bid Results
7.07	Council reviewed the bids for the MnDOT portion of the water sewer project. Spruce Valley is the apparent low bidder at $1,745,314.22.

Project Update
7.08	MnDOT will need to approve the bid before we can approve the bid. At the bid opening we found out that MnDOT will not be paving Lakin Ave or 7th Street as previously stated, they will only be spraying calcium chloride to control the dust. Council would like to ask them to spray the dust control on the Liquor Store parking lot when they come through. Council will have to have a special meeting to approve the bid when they’ve finished their approval. Curt is going to try to have the $33,000.00 additional cost from Beltrami County for the work on Main Street added into Kathy’s expense sheet so we can be reimbursed for that cost. The cost for installing the manhole on Lakin will not be allowed to be reimbursed because she would need 3 bids and a bunch of other paperwork done to be eligible, he will ask as an emergency basis, but now that MnDOT isn’t paving Lakin, it didn’t need to be done early.


Claims for Approval
7.09	Council was presented with claims totaling $7,192.52.

Motion was made by Jourdan to approve the claims for payment, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
