Request to purchase old street lights
7.02	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that a person is inquiring to purchase 3 old street lights. 

Council directed Clerk Krueth to offer 2 old ‘old’ lights, not the new lights, for $50.00 each.

Motion was made by Skoe to sell 2 old ‘old’ street lights for $50.00 ea., but if they want the new lights, we are not willing to sell for that price at this time, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
	
Farmers Market Insurance Liability
7.03	Councilor Skoe had made the City Clerk aware of an insurance liability issue with the Farmers Market setting up on his property. He was inquiring into any option available, so we don’t cause problems and have them quit. Clerk Krueth shared information from our insurance agent regarding farmers markets; it is ultimately up to the city. Council discussed many options, park, city street, bank property, leasing property. Council is concerned about safety. Council decided to have them set up on the city street in between V.O.S. and the Liquor Store this week and then move to the Park. Clerk Krueth can inquire to get a 20’ banner for the Farmers Market from Nei Bottling. The Council does agree that the Farmers Market is good for the City and would like it to continue.

Paving Alley/Dirt Work
7.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the Bank will be paving the rear of their property which will be causing drainage issues with the alley. The alley between Main and 1st street already is having drainage issues, so this will only compound the problem.  Council discussed options. The alley is platted at 20’, but it could be paved at 16’ so it wouldn’t interfere with the other residents’ driveways or the utility easements.

Council directed Clerk Krueth to get bids on the dirt work & paving for the alley.

	Council discussed the extra dirt that is piled up at the liquor store. We will wait until we get options on the alley.
	
 Additional Paving
7.04a	Since the Council is looking at paving the alley, what other streets need to be paved right now? It has been mentioned that 5th Street is very rough after the patching. The next worse street is Gould between Main & 1st Street.

Council directed Clerk Krueth to get bids on paving 5th Street.

Park Repairs
7.05	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that we received most of the PILT grant money requested for the park building repairs. PILT funds available are $25,817.00 and the Council had previously committed $15,000.00 of city funds. Clerk Krueth has listed Pavilion repairs at $27,700, new sign at $5,000, new cement foundation for an additional future pavilion at$11,000, new toilets at $800 totaling $44,500.00. Clerk Krueth would like a motion to approve Jourdan Construction and Heim Log Homes for the sign.

Motion: was made by C. Nelson to give Douglas Jourdan construction the go ahead for the Park repairs at $27,700 and new sign at $5,000.00 and seconded by L. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

100% Graduation Participation
7.06	John Eggers from Bemidji 100% Graduation Rate is asking the City to commit to supporting the 100% Graduation Rate initiative. They are asking for the City to have a decal in the window and spreading the word.

Motion: was made by C. Nelson to commit the City to the 100% Graduation Rate and seconded by L. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Project Update
7.07	Dave Webb said he will be removing the old tower ‘when he can fit it in’. He stated that he is in the hole with this project now. Council asked if he can remove the hose tower at the same time he removes the tower. Clerk Krueth has not received any bids for the removal yet and she has contacted 4 companies who have said they will give bids. Council was asked to give an ‘end date’ for the removal. Council set September 15 as the end date for removal.
	
	Council discussed the repair of the maintenance building.

	Council discussed the issues with the Chlorine pump. With the new flow meters the reported flow has changed drastically and the new system has only 1 chlorine pump where as the old system had 2, so we were told to set it at a happy medium. That is not working. The chlorine is very strong or none existent. It is true with the other pumps also. Clerk Krueth has an email into WSN to fix the issue.
	Clerk Krueth shared with the Council of the punch lists for General Construction, Spruce Valley, Reierson and Eagle Construction. 
Councilor Skoe asked why or what he has to do to get the grease spill on his property added to the Spruce Valley punch list. He has officially given notice to the Council that he will not let it rest, he wants it cleaned off. He stated it came about last year, it was covered up by their sand bags and before that there was some piece of equipment parked there to do with the paving of Clark Ave. Both Brandon and Lynn have looked at it, and they do not believe it came from anything that had to do with the project. Council discussed what needed to be done and if we could hire someone else to finish the punch list and deduct it from their retainage.

	Clerk Krueth did receive the sewer line televising today for the Reierson portion of the project. She will have Chuck look at it to see if there is a problem with the sewer main. It was suggested by Kathy and WSN that Clerk Krueth should call Reierson to see when they will be coming to do the punch list and threaten them with going after their Security Bond.

	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the Water Meters will be advertised for bids next week.
	Clerk Krueth explained that there will be another change order for the work that was done to the wells, they replaced 1 motor and some pipe casing. Chuck had said that since they were pulled, we should fix it now.

	Clerk Krueth presented pay request for Spruce Valley for the MnDOT project of $19,103.27, the city project for $192,534.94 and Eagle Construction for $65,481.08.
	
 Motion: was made by C. Nelson to approve the pay requests and seconded by Skoe.  Motion carried unanimously.

7.09	Council was presented with claims totaling $11,084.80.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the claims of $11,084.80, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.
