Liquor Store
June Income Statement

General Business 
Property Complaint-Linda Larsen
7.01	Linda Larsen addressed the Council about her complaints against her neighbor. Councilor Skoe suggested to the Mayor that the Council should ask the questions since she has already given a letter of concerns, but Linda passed out new letters with added issues. Councilor Skoe asked if the trailer had been removed, since code 30.04 concerning removal of building materials is the only code he could see that is being violated. After a discussion of other possible code violations being unsubstantiated, motion was made.

Motion was made by Skoe to notify the property owner to have the debris related to the storage trailer be removed by the August Council meeting, seconded by Waldo. Motion carried unanimously.

Gate on 4th Street NE
7.02	 It was brought to the Councils' attention that the gate on 4th Street is on city property. Linda Larsen admitted that the gate was hers. She stated that she thought she had the right to install the gate since there was a gate there previously and that she did put the "Private Property" sign on the gate. Linda was aware that the gate was on city property. Linda offered to have the issue on next month's agenda to give her time to get a legal opinion as to her legal right to have the gate there. Shooks Road NW 
7.03	 The City received an estimate from Vesty Poxlietner on the cost of repairing Shooks Rd NW to eliminate the drainage issue Susan Erickson is having. The proposal is to remove some pine trees and shape a ditch and bring in about 3 loads of gravel. Susan Erickson will also have to install a culvert at her expense. Susan Erickson will think about it and come back to the August 21st council meeting to give her decision.

Shooks Township -Shooks Rd Maintenance Costs
7.04	Shooks Township has addressed the growing cost of maintenance on Shooks Rd. After a discussion, Council asked Clerk Krueth to offer Shooks Township a new agreement where the City will snow plow and the Township will do the grading as an even up proposal.
