Additional Paving-Alley & 5th Street
7.04	Clerk Krueth received 2 quotes, 1 from Convenience Driveways and Northern Paving, for the paving and dirt work on the alley between 1st and Main and on 5th Street between Clark and Gould.

	Council discussed their current situation with the finances for road repairs. The City has received $25,319.00 in Street Aid since 2015, and Clerk Krueth has allocated $3,216.00 of that to repairs on North Lake Drive and the culvert on 5th & Gould. As for the County funds, there is $154,000.00 that has not been dedicated to anything.

	Discussion on the alley: Council asked if  Northern Paving had said they would do any of the dirt work. Clerk Krueth had told him the same as Convenience Driveways, that she said it would need to be dug down and reshaped.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to accept the quote from Convenience Driveways for the alley work based upon the timing of the job completion and what we know will be done as far as the sub-work, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion on the 5th Street: Council talked about the fact that a lot of the old asphalt is honeycombed and it might need more asphalt laid down in the honey combed areas.

Motion was made by Skoe accept Convenience Driveways quote on 5th Street with the understanding that any honey combed area will be filled in with asphalt, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Maintenance Building Repairs- Quote
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a quote of $20,800.00 for some repairs on the maintenance building. Listed repairs are: replacing 4 old windows, fixing the concrete ridge around the building that is missing, scraping & repainting the building, replacing 1/4th  of the steel roof on the building after the water is removed. Jourdan Construction has said that he’ll patch the roof after the water tower is removed if the timing is not good to his crew doing all the work.

Motion: was made by Skoe to give Douglas Jourdan construction the go ahead for the Maintenance Building repairs at $20,800.00 and to negotiate with him for the additional items such as paint quality, exterior door restoration and fascia material/replacement and seconded by C. Nelson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Project Update
7.06	Clerk Krueth presented pay request from Eagle Construction for the Chemical Feed Building project of $38,694.46, this is the final pay request. She informed the Council that there is a check list of items that need to be provided before the actual payment. Council inquired about the chlorine pump issue. They had just come up and replaced the fluoride  and phosphate pumps with smaller pumps. Clerk Krueth read an email from WSN & Hawkins regarding the issues with the chlorine pump. Council declined to approve the pay request upon waiting for the chemical feed issues to be resolved to the Councils’ satisfaction. Council stated that when the tower is deep cycled, the chlorine levels will not be at a level concentration vs. during the summer when the tower is short cycled. Council also believe we need 2 chlorine pumps or a way to change the feed for each well as they pump.

	Clerk Krueth gave the Council an update on the other check lists for Spruce Valley, Reierson and General Construction. Clerk Krueth doesn’t know for sure if they’ve all been completed.
	
	Councilor Skoe wants to have a walk through by Chuck and Craig to double check that all gate valves are open before the August meeting. Clerk Krueth has given Chuck his number to set it up.	
	
	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that the water meters have not been let out for bids yet, and will now be set for quotes because it will come in under $100,000.

		
7.07	Council was presented with claims totaling $12,415.31.
