7.01	Clerk Krueth reported that they had a final walk through for the chemical feed building. Kathy was also present. They discussed the chemical pump situation in great detail, and Sweeney Controls will be giving us a quote for adding more controls to the system so the pumps can pump at different rates depending upon the well that is running. They are estimating $6,000-8,000. 
	Eagle has presented their final pay request, but since we are not fully satisfied, they’ve suggested holding back 2% of the final pay request, $773.89. Mayor Latterell asked if that was even worth doing, the small amount of money with held is hardly a motivating point and since the issue with the pumps will end up being a change order, we’ll owe more money then. Councilor Nelson suggested we just not pay the last pay request until we are satisfied. The pay request was presented last month for payment, but we were still waiting for some final paperwork, Council decided to wait on payment until we had all the rest of the paperwork. We do have the paperwork now.

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the pay request of $38,694.46 in full to Eagle Construction, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously.

	Clerk Krueth was supposed to have the final bills for Spruce Valley and Reierson, but Lynn did not get them to me. He is asking the Council to approve the acceptance of the final work on these contracts.
	Clerk Krueth has a final bill for the MnDOT Contract of $91,261.03, she was under the impression that they wanted NAR to reseed, but apparently they’ve OK’d the final payment.
Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the pay request to Spruce Valley of $91,261.03 in full for the MnDOT project, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously
		
	Clerk Krueth presented a bill for WSN for $163,935.60 for work through Dec. 9, 2017. Council asked how much is still owed and how much we’ve paid so far. To date we’ve paid approximately $142,000 and will still owe approximately $123,000. Clerk Krueth is still waiting for Kathy to approve the bill, she’s had had it for a while now. Clerk Krueth has requested USDA funds for the payment.

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the pay request of $163,935.60 in full, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried unanimously
