Update on Water Sewer Project
7.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a short update consisting of a recap of emails that have been received. Kathy (USDA) is OK with us doing the portion of the project without USDA funds. Jordan from WSN stated he had heard from DEED that they will allow us to move all funds to the water tower or water lines if needed. Curt had asked about the sidewalks that will be tore up, it was decided to leave the sidewalks out of the Bid, we'll take care of it or the County will take care of it. She reminded the Council that the bid opening is scheduled for 10 am tomorrow (Friday), they are not required to be present.

Motion was made by Skoe to set a Special Meeting for Tuesday September 20, 2016 at 7:00 pm to review the Bids, it can be cancelled if the bids are still too high. Second by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Claims for Approval

Surveyor Cost
7.06 	Council discussed having the City pay to have First Street surveyed to clarify the street location. Councilor Skoe and Councilor Jourdan would like to have a couple spots marked on their respective properties also. Clerk Krueth will get a quote for each locate desired and split the cost appropriately. Council discussed how to or if they should, vacate part of  First Street to fix the issue of the garage on the city street.

Motion was made by Nelson to approve the surveying of First Street, seconded by Jourdan. Motion carried with Councilor Skoe abstaining.
