Liquor Store
August Income Statement
6.01	Council reviewed the August Income Statement. Councilor Skoe asked about the food sales, if it was included as he was told of the road crew eating there. Sales across the board were lower than last year, he expected they would be higher.

Hire Approval
6.02	Tom Heck requested the approval to hire an new employee, but it was mentioned that maybe it wouldn’t happen as she had missed training. Council tabled the approval until next month to wait and see if it worked out. Tom does have discretionary authority to hire in the interim of meetings.

MPCA Vulnerable Assessment
6.03	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of the City’s participation a Population Vulnerability Assessment for our community. The MPCA has received a grant to perform these assessments and the City of Kelliher was chosen to be part of the 23 City study. They will be looking at greenhouse gases, tree canopy & land cover, food security, emergency response plans, emergency shelter plans and extreme heat response plans. The kick-off meeting will be on September 29 at 1:00 pm in City Hall.

Work Comp Audit
6.04	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that there will be the annual Workman Compensation Audit conducted on Oct. 3, 2017. Councilor Skoe suggested that Shelli should reschedule the audit for a month as there is a lot going on. Shelli will decide.

Time Off
6.05	Clerk Krueth informed the Council that she will off starting October 4th for at least 1 week as she will be undergoing surgery for a bulging disc in her neck as a result of her auto accident this spring. Council discussed how to handle having the office covered. First State Bank has offered to have their employees come in to cover a few hours per day to take care of small things. Councilor Skoe expressed concern of access to confidential data and that the City should contract with them for $20.00 per hour for the time missed. Mayor Latterell suggested that it be run by Miller McDonald before hand to assure they do see it as a conflict of interest.

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the City entering into a contract with First State Bank, Kelliher Branch, for the period of time that Clerk Krueth will be on vacation at the rate of $20.00 per hour, providing that all private data is secured, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried with C. Nelson, L. Nelson and Skoe voting in favor and Mayor Latterell abstaining.

Land Division Request
7.03	Susan Erickson was present requesting permission to divide PID #830002800, which is approximately 90 acres, into a 70 acre piece and a 20 acre piece. Her intent is to sell the 20 acre piece. After review of the parcel, Council asked about easement access as there was no visible access to the 20 acre piece. Ms. Erickson said the potential buyers were also purchasing PID# 830003900 (the old Par-Mark building) from her and they would have access across that parcel. Clerk Krueth will write the approval letter to the County with the provision clarified.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the land separation of PID# 830002800 with the provision that the split parcel is attached to PID# 830003900 at the time recording, thus creating 1 parcel with access, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Housing Incentive Grant Request
7.04	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a Housing Incentive Grant application from Ryan and Kristi Stomberg to purchase 394 4th St. NW property. 

Motion was made by Skoe to approve the Housing Incentive Grant request of $2,500.00 to Ryan & Kristi Stomberg, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried with Skoe voting in favor and L. Nelson, C. Nelson and Latterell abstaining.

Bid on Flooring
7.05	Clerk Krueth presented a quote from Dan Persons and Wade Waldo for replacing the flooring in the entry and restroom.
	
Motion was made by Skoe to approve the Clerk to have the flooring replaced with Vinyl plank flooring done by the appropriate person up to $2,000.00, Second by C. Nelson. Motion carried with Latterell, Skoe and C. Nelson voting in favor and L. Nelson abstaining.

Project Update
7.06	A: Change Order #1 was previously approved at the August meeting, but now that it has been approved by USDA, Clerk Krueth thought she’d confirm with Council that they still wanted to move forward with it. Council took no further action; Change Order #1will move forward.

	B: Change Order #2 has a price change, changes in calculating the aggregate base for the asphalt on Main St. & 4th Street.
	Lynn explained why the changes were made, after a long discussion, it will be re-calculated again.

Motion was made Skoe to approve the 4” bituminous base on Main St. & 4th Street and laying the wear coarse in the spring, second by L. Nelson. Motion passed unanimously.
 
	C:  Change Order #3 has a price change, after discussion it will be recalculated with corrected price and quantity.

	D:  Council was presented with a price for the looping of the water line in the alley between Main & 1st Street.

	E: Pay requests from Spruce Valley and General Construction were presented to the Council.

Motion was made by L. Nelson to approve the pay requests as presented, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

7.07	Clerk Krueth presented the Council with claims for payment of $7,333.37.

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve the claims for payment, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Revolving Loan
7.08	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of a potential Revolving Loan request that’s in the works. A company is looking at purchasing the saw mill.
