The Council met in the Council Chambers at for a Public Hearing at 6:45 p.m.
 
Vise Mayor L. Nelson called the meeting to order at 6:45 p.m.

Vacate Portion of Sixth Street
4.00	Vice Mayor Nelson declared the purpose of the public hearing. Clerk Krueth presented the Council with the signed petition, affidavit of publication of the Public Hearing, and the map showing the area to be vacated. 

Public Input/Questions/Comments:

Fr. John Christianson requested clarification on what vacating 6th street meant. Councilor Skoe explained how the process woks, that the land would revert to the owners on either side.

Eric Carlson stated that it would affect him adversely as he uses that road to have his propane tank filled and he would lose access to the lot.

Trisha Krueth pointed out that he’d be acquiring 40’ of the current road which would give him access, as a driveway off Hwy 72.

Councilor Skoe asked about the current sewer line, if the home owners would be willing to agree with giving a easement to the City for the sewer line. The city attorney would write up the easement.

Councilor Skoe also would like to require Eric Carlson to combine his 2 lots, so the center lot is guaranteed access. Council also discussed the size of the plotted alley that goes from Hwy 72 to Lakin Ave. The alley is plotted, but isn’t cleared all the way through.

Eric Carlson asked if the road could just be blocked with Road Closed signs after his property. The issue is after the construction project, Trisha’s property is covered in gravel and people are driving through on her property. In theory, that is possible.

Councilor Skoe asked if Ron Lotton’s house is on the city platted road. According to the County mapping, it is. So is Eric Carlson’s propane tank.   

Joe Hudec commented that most easements are 20’ wide for road access and he is getting 40’. He can give an easement to the second parcel and it is illegal to sell with providing access.

Fr. Christianson also asked about snowmobile access from the east side of Hwy 72.
