Review Hwy 72 Plans
4.00	Joe McKinnon gave the Council an overview of the plans for Hwy 72 project. The plans need to be finished by March so the State can write a cooperative agreement, which takes them about 8 weeks. The planned letting/bidding date is May, 2017, starting date will be approximately 6 weeks later with completion in the Fall. WSN is at the 30% stage on the plans, 30 days will be at the 60% stage. MnDOT would like the City to go over all the plans so far and give their input. MnDOT explained the new issue of possible contaminated soils. They are doing an amendment with WSN's contract to do the investigation, which is both a Stage 1 & Stage 2 reports. If they find that there is contaminated material, depending upon the location of the soil, the City could bear the cost of some. The investigation will tell, so we should know before the project starts. Councilor Skoe asked if we would know before the Legislature starts, so we can modify our Bonding bill request if needed. Joe informed the Council of the direction they were heading concerning the storm sewer design. Joe suggested that we have another meeting with WSN design staff, Curt and MnDOT to go over the design details. Joe will set up a meeting date. Some of the questions we had highlighted in the preliminary plans were reviewd.
