Motion: was made by Jourdan and seconded by L. Nelson to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review DNR Grant Application
4.00	Mayor Latterell called the Special Meeting to review the DNR Grant Application with the Council. At the regular March meeting, authority was given to Mayor Latterell to approve the DNR Grant application when it came in, however, he felt the requirements of the Grant application were significantly different from what was discussed and felt the Council needed to review before he gave his permission to proceed. Items to be reviewed were: the matching grant dollar amount of $100,000.00 and the trail location.
Tim Lutz showed an arial video footage taken by the school’s drone of where the trail will be. The Council had asked for the trail to be moved from the west side of Maple Drive to the boundary line of the school property and the Pearson Addition lots east of Maple Drive. Mr. Lutz said that would OK. Also, the trail needed to be moved to cross over on the north most city lot in the Pearson Addition and run east along the school property line. Ryan would make those changes to the plan.
The next question was the grant match amount. Mayor Latterell did not want the application to say the City had committed $100,000.00 when in fact they had only discussed committing $20,000.00 and having some ‘in-kind’ to be included, such as the lot donation and some labor. The school had stated they would commit $30,000.00 or that was what Tim recollected. After a phone conversation with Jordan from WSN, the grant required 20% as cash match and the remaining 80% can be a form of ‘in-kind’. Mayor Latterell was OK with the wording after being told the $100,000.00 included the ‘in-kind’ amount.
Motion: was made by Latterell to approve the DNR Recreational Trail application, seconded by L. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Street Lighting-MnDOT Project
5.00	Clerk Krueth informed the Council of a meeting she had with Beltrami Electric regarding the metering of the new LED street lights along Hwy 72 and their statement that the City will have to rewire the metal pole street lights East & West of Hwy 72. They are reconfiguring the wiring so the current electrical feed for those lights will be lost. They are asking us to rewire & meter those lights also. Approximately 4 lights west of 72 along Main St. and 9 lights East of 72 along Main & Gould. They would like them to be metered as they say it will save us money. No action taken at this time, Clerk Krueth will look into it further and ask Curt what he suggests we do.
