Councilor Skoe asked to add an Agenda item regarding how the Council will handle each issue and how/if the Inspection Team will continue in the future.

Motion to Approve the Agenda with the addition by Skoe, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion of procedures. Councilor Skoe asked if people who are here or called the City Clerk and have a plan for taking care of the issue, are we going to wait on any formal action on those properties and deal with them in a time we decided tonight for each case? His concern is that we make sure we are treating everyone equally. The Council's intent is for the City to be cleaned up. Clerk Krueth explained that the City Attorney had advised her not to send out the first round of letters certified and that there was no way to accelerate the abatement process on any of the properties. Since the City's main goal is to have the properties cleaned up and the City has the latitude to make differing time frames. Councilor Skoe asked if we could ask for permission to abate the violations for the homeowner if they cannot get the violation corrected or removed in time. Mayor Latterell thought that would be a good idea, it gives the property owners an option so they wouldn't get a fine. Clerk Krueth should send a permission request with each letter. Councilor Skoe asked if the Council was going to address the fact that some of the violations are on City property. Clerk Krueth said that a couple of the code violations were the fact that it was on City property.
Clerk Krueth stated that Motions for the letters being sent today are certified and allowing 2 weeks to have the violations removed. Then, if the violations are still present, the Administrative Fine letter will be sent and the 14 day time period starts.
