Motion: was made by C. Nelson and seconded by Jourdan to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review Water Tower Progress
4.00	David Webb from General Construction gave the Council an up date on the progress of the water tower. He explained the construction process so far and the testing of the construction. Clerk Krueth has been given the testing results performed by American Engineering Testing on the welds. The tank will hold 50,990 gallons of water. He explained about the periodic draining and flushing of the tower, to be done after 2 years and on a schedule thereafter. He asked that the City slope the grounds away from the cement based about a 10’ radius. The tower will be painted sometime in the end of June and first couple weeks of July. The tower will be power washed, sandblasted, primed and then final paint. He has asked the City to chose a paint color and a logo if the y so desire. He is suggesting a darker color on the bottom of the bowl, and Chuck has asked the top to be a darker color also to help with winter freeze ups. Council discussed many logo options and appointed Councilor Jourdan and Clerk Krueth to come up with some examples and color choices for the June 15 meeting and invite the public to weigh in. He will only need a week or so notice for the color and the design company he works with has a very fast turn around time for artwork approval.

Review Water Sewer Project
5.00	Curt Meyer updated the Council on the project. Bid opening for the MnDOT portion will be Friday June 9th at 11:00 am and the bid opening for the City portion will be on Friday June 16, at 10:00 am. Kathy from USDA will be coming to both opening and she will compile the numbers and pass them on to Terry Louwagies so he can start the process of requesting funds from PFA. Terry will be letting us know kind of funding package is available.

	Council discussed the issue with the street lights and how it was to be resolved. Possibly by not awarding the bid until there is a solution or change order agreed upon. Council asked Clerk Krueth to email the lighting project designer WSB and ask how the lights along Hwy 72 will be powered (metered or not), if metered; will there be a new meter, if a new meter; where will it be placed, Do the lights have to be rewired, if there is no photo cell on the poles; how will they be turned off & on and who decided these things.
	
	Council asked Clerk Krueth to email Bruce at Beltrami County to say that we are in discussions with USDA regarding funding the costs he wants to bill us as eligible costs in our project.

	Council asked Clerk Krueth to call Beltrami Electric, Rich Reiwer, and ask about the cost of a 10 year labor only maintenance contract on the 12 LED street lights and inform him that we do not want to meter our remaining lights.
