Review Quotes for Repairs of Fairview Road.
4.00	Council reviewed pictures of Fairview Road after it was damaged from removing trees after the June storm. Chuck didn’t think the road could be patched and Josh from Convenience Driveway agreed. Josh thought it would be best to reclaim the asphalt and pack it back on the road. He provided a quote for $16,000.00 to do that.

	Council discussed other options. Council asked to get a price for only a 16’ swath and up to the first driveway only.

Motion: was made by Skoe to recess until 4:00 pm, seconded by c. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

	Meeting was recessed until 4:00 pm.

	Meeting reopened at 4:00 pm. Clerk Krueth reported that there would only be a $4,000.00 savings by only reclaiming a 16’ swath and the sides would be ruined in the process, Josh offered a reduced price of $15,000.00 for the whole job. There is no cost savings from the sub to do any reclaiming. 

Motion: was made by Skoe to have Clerk Krueth ask for quotes to remove the asphalt and put 2” of quarry rock down on the road, 700’ long by 20’ wide, seconded by Latterell. Motion carried unanimously.

Council also asked to get a price to put some quarry rock on the alley to the maintenance building, some for North Lake Drive and a load extra for misc jobs.
