SPECIAL MEETING SEPTEMBER 18, 2017
  
The Council met in the Council Chambers at City Hall for a Special meeting at 3:00 p.m.
 
Mayor Latterell called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

Motion: was made by Jourdan and seconded by C. Nelson to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Funding Update
4.00	A: Clerk Krueth presented the Council with a spreadsheet from USDA (Kathy & Terry) showing the funds we will be getting from WIF. They are asking for $421,000 for water and $188,000 for sewer. They did use the amount of $383,000 for the Chemical Feed building and the current low bid id $446,000 which creates a shortage of $63,000.00. They are using $230,000.00 as money from the County and $42,612 of that is to cover ‘ineligibles’ that will not be covered by any other funds. Clerk Krueth doesn’t know what all the $42,612 ineligibles are and the Contingency’s figures do not add up either, but Kathy said the contingency can be re-configured.

	B: Darin created an list of additional expense items, however he isn’t sure if some of those items are already included in Kathy’s numbers. It show’s how the balance of the County funds additional City funds could be spent. Councilor Skoe had Clerk Krueth ask for a quote to replace the sidewalks on each side of Main Street as an add on, a quote for the additional 1 ½” of asphalt on Main Street and 4th Street as they are the 2 main roads that are not state aid streets and a quote for looping the water in the alley between 1st and Main. Lynn thought that the cost of looping the alley would be comparable to the cost of looping 5th & 6th streets ($27,000), if that’s the case, Councilor Skoe will not argue for that change order. Clerk Krueth had received quotes for change order’s #1, looping 5th & 6th=$26,997.000 and change order #2, the black top between Main & Lakin and 4th and Lakin is $9,142.30 (however she had received an email stating there will be some increases in the asphalt cost) from Lynn Eaton. Clerk Krueth had an email into him. Lynn Eaton called and put on speaker phone. Clerk Krueth verified that the asphalt is quote is for 5” wear course and Lynn gave the cost of the sidewalks (change Order #3) at $26,666.00. Lynn said he needs to double check the quantities but he is using the contract prices, (he found an error that reduces the cost by $7,057.00). 

Motion was made by C. Nelson to approve Change Order No. 2, additional blacktop on Main & 4th at the estimated cost of $9,142.30 and Change Order No. 3, sidewalk replacement on Main, second by Jourdan. Motion carried with Jourdan, C. Nelson NS Latterell voting in favor and Skoe abstaining.

	Council was confused about the final price of the sidewalks. We are still waiting to see if USDA will be approving Change Order No. 1.

	C: Street Lights. Eva gave an update on the street lights, she reported that if you do not buy the MnDOT approved lights they are very poor quality and break very easily. Councilor Skoe stated that we should buy the upgraded lights for Main Street and not try to retro fit our old lights. 

Motion by Jourdan to approve the purchase of the decorative lights along Hwy 72, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.	
	
	Council discussed the street lights along Main Street. Clerk Krueth is waiting for a quote from Granite Ledge for upgrading the wiring costs for the street lights, she hopes to have it for the Thursday meeting.

Motion by Jourdan to purchase 8 decorative street lights for Main Street, seconded by C. Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.



Chemical Feed Building
5.00	Lynn Eaton informed the Council that the bid is good for 60 days and the completion date is June 30, 2017. The high bid is reason enough to rebid.

	Council discussed the City’s options and decided to table it for now.
