Motion: was made by Nelson and seconded by Jourdan to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review Bids for the CASH36/Main Street
4.00	Curt Meyers presented the Council with the bid tabulation form last Friday's bid opening. Reierson Construction is the low bid. Curt said they are ready to start anytime. The County is OK with the sidewalks being left for next year, however he wants signage in place warning the residents of an uneven sidewalk. Curt stated that the City may get quotes for the sidewalk repairs as long as it is run by Kathy, and still be part of the project. Same for the street/asphalt repair. Curt is estimating that they will be done by early to mid November. Councilor Skoe asked what the possibility is for Reierson to do more work, like the 1 block of 4th Street West. Discussion was held about doing more work. It depends upon how the job goes and the weather if they will want to do more work.

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Nelson to accept the Reierson Construction base bid and Options 1 & 2.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review the Bid for the Water Tower
5.00	Council reviewed the bids for the water tower. Discussion was held about the chemical feed building and the possibility of bidding it separately. The concern is timing the construction along with the piping contractor, because they need to tie into each other. Bidding the building separately could yield a big savings.

Motion: was made by Nelson to accept the bid from General Construction Services, Inc. for the water tower, seconded by Skoe. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion: was made by Skoe and seconded by Jourdan to authorize Clerk Krueth to approve the additional water & sewer work on 4th street and to continue on Main Street west, if time allows, as an add on to Reierson's contract.  Motion carried unanimously.

Water Sewer Project-Misc.
6.00	Curt presented the Council with a list of items that MnDOT are needing answers to in regards to the Hwy 72 project.
It looks light the cost sharing on the street lighting is at 80/20 or 90/10. Curt went through the list just to explain what they were questioning.
