Liquor Liability Insurance
	4.01	Council reviewed the two bids that were received from Wells Fargo Insurance for Liquor Liability.
The first bid was from Capital Specialty Insurance, our previous insurer, for $6,948.40 and the second was from Founders Insurance Company for $6,816.00. A discussion was held if we should go with the previous insurer because we were down to the last day before our insurance expired or if we went with the cheaper insurer, we could wire the funds if necessary and still save money.

Motion was made by Skoe to accept the bid from Founders Insurance company and wire the funds if need be to guarantee coverage, second by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously.

New Business
	4.02	Councilman Skoe informed the Council of a water back-flow issue with the Fire Department building. There are 2 water spouts that are used for filling the truck tanks that are missing back-flow valves, which are required by the Department of Health. Skoe requested these back-flow valves be added into the water sewer project. Clerk Krueth had spoken with the Certified Backflow Testing & Repairman used by the school, and the estimated cost to install the back flow valves will be between $8-10,000.00. Council was in agreement as it is a water health safety issue and directed Clerk Krueth to have Widseth Smith Nolting add this to the project.
